Preanible.—WnarRrEAs it is expedient to amend futther the Assanmi
Liquor Prohibition Act, 1952 (Assam Act I of 1953), hereinalter called the
Principal Act in the manher hereinafter appearing ;

It is hereby enacted in the Seventh Year of the Republic of India ag -
follows :—

1. Short title, esteiit and é6nimeficéniéiit.—(1) This Act may be
talled the Assam Liquor Prohibition (Amendment) Actz 1956.

(2) It shall have the like extént as the Principal Act.

(3) It skall comé into fotce at once.

“Provided that for three years from the commencement of the Assam
Liquor Prohibition (Amendment) Act, 1956 it shall be" lawful fer a family
of Scheduled Tribes to possess Pachwai to the extent of two and half seers

for the purpose of home consumption.
