1. This Act may be called the Assam Appropriation (No.VI) Act, 2003.

2. From and out of the Consolidated Fund of the State of Assam, the sums

specified in column (3) of the Schedule amounting in the agreegate to the sum
of Rupees Fifty-nine crore sixty-nine lakh forty-five thousand and twenty-five

shall be deemed to have been paid and applied to meet the amounts spent for
defraying the charges in respect of the services specified in column (2) of the
Schedule during the financial year ending on the 31st day of March, 1987 in
excess of the amounts authorised or granted for those services for the year.

3. The sums deemed to have been paid and applied from and out of the
Consolidated Fund shall be appropriated for the services and purposes

expressed in the Schedule in relation to the financial year ending on
the 31st day of March, 1987.
