Shri Dulal Chandra Barua: — May [ know from the
Hon Education Ministcr whether it is a fact
that without even giving piior notice, these tea-
chers were discharged, and they had represented
the same to the Govt. in the month of January or
so? If so, what action on their reprcsentations
has been takecn by Government. Have they
referred the matter to the Government of India
for the reinstatement of these teachers »

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— Governments have no inform-
ation regarding the discharge of the teaching
staff.

Shri Dulal- Chandra Barua :— Whether it is a fact that
the teaching staff in a deputation met the D. 1. P.
and represented their grievances to him ?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— Government arc not aware
of any such deputation meeting the D. I. P,

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :— May I know from the
Government whet! cr. even after receiving these
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questions. any enquiry was made about these

matters ?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagier :— There is nothing on record
to show that therc was any complaint from the
teachers

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :— My question is : did Gov-
crmient make any enquiry after reccipt of these

qucstions ?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— Government did not think
it neccssary because no complaint was received.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :— What is the general pro-
cedure of appointment of the teaching staff in
the Sainik Schooly Whether the opinion or views
of the State Government is to take by the Gov-
ernment of India in the matter of appointmetn

of the teachers ?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— It is nct necessary.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :— What are the rules govcrning

the appointment teachers to the Sainik School ?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer: — The Selection Board in
which one of our representative is inclued interviews
the candidates, and on their recommendations the

teachers are appointed.
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Shri Dulal Chandra B rua :— Is there any representative

from the State Governm:nt side in that Board.

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— The State Gov.rnment has
nothing to do with the appointing of the tcachers.

S_hri Dulal Chandra Barua : — May I know whether in
‘the‘ Board of Governors there is any represcnta-

tive from the side of the State Government?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— Yes, Sir, there is one.
Shri. Dulal Chandra Barua :— If that is so, may I know
from the Hon. Minister of Education as to in

what way discrimination can take place in respect

of appointment of teachers ? When onc state

representative is there in the Selection Board why

there is so much complaint that recruitment js
generally made frem outside the State although
there is sufficient qualified staff available from

inside the State ¢

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer : — Sir, the question of the Hon.
Member can be divided into two parts, ie. (1)
that there has been discrimination to the lccal
teaching staff and the other (2) is that the dis-
.crimination has not been rectified by the member
representing Government. As regards the question

about discrimination, Sir, if there is any, the
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Government cannot interfere but it is only inro-
ugh representation made to the Board of Gover-
nors that a remedy can be found. And as--eceeeeeees

Shri Kandarpa Narayan Banikya: - May 1 know from
the Hon. Minister how many Assamese teachers
are there serving in that Institution?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :(— My infom;ation is that the

posts in the School are not very lucrative for

the qualifica'ion demarded.

Shri Kandarpa Narayan Banikya :— My question is : How
many Assamese theachers are there 9 Is it a fact
that there is no Assamcse teacher in that School ?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— I cannot reply to that ques-
tion off hand.

Shri Kandrapa Narayan Banikya :— It is a matter of great
regret that the Hon. Minister is not in a posi-
tion to furnish to the House such and impor-

tant information.
Shri Hiralal Patwary :— May 1 know from the Govern-
ment that education teinga State Subject whether

Government dces not think it proper to appoint
all the teachers of the Sainik School from inside

the State ¥

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :-— The Suinik Schools are man-
aged by an Asscciation cf which the Deferce

Minister is the President and the Defence Secre-

tary is the Secrctary.

Shri Hiralal Patwary :— That may be so, but Education
being a State subjcct under the Corstitulion of

India, it is completely controlled by the State
Government. So may I know whether Govern-

ment has taken steps to appoint all teachers from
inside the State 9

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— The Asscciation of manage-
ment constituting as at present, we have no con-
trol, but Government are thinking of exercising
effective control over these matters.

Shri Gourisankar Bhattacharyya : — Sir, the question which
was raised by Shri Patwari was fiom another
angle or, rather I make my own question. The
qucstion is that accordingto the Constitution of
India Education is exclusively a State subject in
List 11 under Schedule VII of the Constituion
of India. Now, different institutions may be there
run by different institutions, viz,, therc are some
denominational institution where in the State or
the Central Gov.rnment may not have to do any-
thing povided they are run exclusively by them-
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selves. Now, in view of the fact and the answers
given by the Education Minister that this institu-
tion, viz. The Sainik School, is not a denomina-
tional school, nor is it a schocl where the Gov-

ernment of Assam does not give any financial or
other assistance, in other words, because Gove-
ernment has its interest and also has a hand in
the matter, the point is :in view of the fact that
the Government is a party to this institution, to
whatever degree it may be, how is it that in
spite of the existence of this list 2 of Seventh
Schedule this institution is allowed to be run
without much assitance from or without adequate
control of Education Ministry of the State of
Assam ?

Shii Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— It is something like an aut-

onomous body though it is not exactly. autono-
mous. The internal affairs of the School are
controlled by a Board and in that Board Gov-
ernment representatives are there— The Secretary,
the D.P.I. and there are two other Government
nominees a'so. At the moment the Principal of
the Cotton College and the Principal of the Goal-
para College are there. There is also the Deputy
Commissiorer of Goalpara. It was expected that
these members would be able to serve the inter-
est of the school and the interest of the people
of Assam. It appears, however, that this has not
been achieved. As I said btefore, we are thinking
how best the Government can have better control

on the management of the affairs of the school.
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 Shri Gaurisankar Bhattacharyya :— It may be that so far
as the internal affairs of the school are concer-
ned, it is autonmcus. As a matter of fact, other

Sainik Schools in the country are also run by
such autonomous bcdies so far as the iiternal
administration is concerned. But in spite cf this
internal autonomy, so for as the Sainik Schools
in other State are conccrned, for cxomple the
Sainik School of Orissa at Bhubaneswar, the State
Education Ministry always have a controlling hand
in the matter. Our question is : hcw is it that

our Education Ministry has considercd it fit and
proper not to have that controlling hand if and

when jt becomes neccssary ?

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— It will not be currect to say
that Government have thought it fit and proper.
- We are thinkirg again on the subject.

Shri Dulal Chandra Barua :— May I know from the Hon’ole
Minister, since he is thinking of having tetter con-
trol over the institution, why at the beginning, in
the interest of the State and for the interest of
the future generations of the State, Government

did not think it proper at the time of starting
this institution to have control cver this institution ¢

Shri Joy Bhadra Hagjer :— I made it clear, Sir, that Govern.-
ment at that time thought that the representativeg
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of the Government would be able to do justice,
but then it has been found that it is not quite
possible. Therefore. we are having a rcthinking

on the subject
