Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury, (Minister, Parliamentary Affairs) :
On 28th January, 1969 at 9 A.M. two Railway Protection
Special Force personnel came from their camp to the
Badarpur Bazar for marketing. While they Were bargaining
with a vegetable dealer for about 8 kg of peas, the
latter sold out ome Kg. of the same to  another
customer. This led to some altercation between the vegetable
dealer and the two R.P.S.F. personnel leading to scuffle.
Some members of the public joined hands with the vegetable
dealer and attacked the R.P.F. personnel with stones e
brick bats.

On receipt of information at the R.P.S.F. camp about
the incident, more R.P.S.F. personnel rashed to the place _of
occurrence, Some of them were armed with rifles. The situation
gradually took a serious turn and in the clash which followed
the RPSF., personnel oppend fire. As a result two persons
. died and two others Were injured. '

On recipt of information the Sub-divisional Officer,
Karimganj with the Circle Inspector of Police rushed to the
place of occurrence. The Deputy Commissioner and the Superin-
tendent of Police, Cachar also rushed to Badarpur on receipt
of infermation and disarmcd the R.P.S.F. personmnel. On exa-
mination of the weapons it appeared that seven rifles Wwere
used in the firing and that about 15 rounds in all were fired.
The stock of arms and ammunition of the R.P.S.F. campwere
seized and kept in the custody of the Commandant, R.P.S.F.
exc: pting the items required for the purpose of investigation.
A case under Sections 148/149/326/302 I.P.C was registercd at
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Badarpur P.S. in conncction with the incident. Forlycne
R.P.S.F. personnel including the Platten Commandcr have
been arrested and forwarded in custody.

The R.P.S.F. personnel also lodged a counter case under
Section 147/337 L.P.C. alleging that a huge crowd attackcd

their camp with stones and brick bats with the intention. of

overrunning the camp and that they had to opcn fite to
disperse the crowd in exercice of the right of private defence.
Five R.P.S.F. personnel reccived injuries as a result of stone
throwing by the crowd. In this case six R.P.S.F. personnel
are reported to have admitted in course of investigation to
have been involved in this firing. Both the cases are under
investigation.

Shri Shamsul Huda—What about the statement about Gauhati in-

cident

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—On January 18, 1969 one manus-

cript poster with the slogan “quit Assam before blocd-shed”
under the name of Lachit Stna was found displayed at Bhara-
lumukh in front of Pragjyotish Colledge, Gauhati. S‘milar
posters made ‘their appearance in the Santipur-Bharalumukh
arca of Gauhati before the Republic Dzy - of 1968. Scme
anti-social clements including some of the young beys delaired
at Gauhati after the Republic Day dirfriberces were fecretly
trying to cxploit the tempo of agitation developing at Gaubati
on the issue of second Oil Refinery. In vicw of this tiend
the S.P. Kamrup promulgated an order under Scction
30 of the Police Act to regulate processicns and assemblics
within the limits of Gauhati Municipality for a peried of two
months with effect from 24.1.68. Besides other p;ccéutic nary
measures including collection of advance miclligence,  inter<ifi-
cation of police vigilance and maintcnance of watch on enti-
social elements were also taken.

An order under Secction 30 of the Police Act is not a
reptrictve one it is intended only to regulate processions and
assembles to  avoid any breach of law. Having regard to the
prevailing situation, permission is always given for - holding
my ussewbly or procession. This Was considered = necessary
by the district authoritics as a prccautiona;y measuie during
the last Republic Day, Tt has been accertained that

order is being withdrawn.

“The District
Superintendent or Assistant District Superintendent of Police-
may, as occasion requires, district the conduct of all assem-
blies and processions on the public roads, or in he public
streets or thoroughfares, and prescribe the routes by which,
and the times at which, such processions may pass.

Shri Shamsul Huda — It can be applied occasionally but here it
has been continuing for months together.

Shri Mahendra Mohan Choudhury—There is no bar (o fix the time
limit also.
