An area of 667B—3K-—9I, of Jand
covered by ordinary periodic patta
and another area of 4,0168—0K-——13L
covered by tea periodic patta have
been held by the Tea Estate,

of the Tea Estate is 2,724 Bighas.

(c)—An arca of 701B—2K—|6L of
land falls within the . jurisdiction of
the Naharkatiya Town Committee, of
which 603B—3K—11L are tea perio-
dic patia land and 97B—4K—5L, are
ordinary periodic patta land,

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FEG 457 T zwm | cofom @
faft sts oM T whEE a
The Ministry of Petroleum and
Chemicals announced the same day a
decision to set up a Committee of
experts to examine the feasibility of
establishing additional refining capacity
in Assam.

Our
analysisis that the very root of the
