taken by the Govt. for purchase transformers for all over Assam. I would - :
like to request the Hon'ble Minister to specially look for installation of
new transformer in rural parts of my constituency. A big part of my
constituency falls under rural areas though a part of its falls under Urban
area also. So, The Hon'ble Minister should give priority to purchase
transfomers of various capacity and meet the demand.

Shri Devananda Konwar : Sir, This is a chronic problem of ASEB.

We are unable to supply power as per requirement. This House will express
satisfaction that the Govt. of India for Rural Electrification under PMGY
has given Rs. 60 Crore. This year for Assam. We have got some fund
exactly 5 crore. We have purchased 750 transformers last year 2001-
2002. We are taking to replace those old transformers as per Govt. of
India's guideline. During 11th Five Year Plan, all houses in India will get
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electrified. During this period these damaged transformers will be replaced
accordingly. In the meantime, we expect to get Rs.20 crore within a week
or so.
