In the meantime, 6 persons already died because of the
non—ﬁayment of salaries, because there was no ways and
means for their livelihood. They filed cases in the Human
Rights Commission and also in the Hon’ble Gauhati High
Court. Both High Court and Human Rights Commission have
given their verdict against the Government, but unfortunately
Sir, the Government is not taking care of the employees.
This is ‘an Assam Government Subsidary "Unit and
Government of Assam has a major share on it.

The Government of Assam reiterate their firm_ and priority

‘commitment to all-out efforts for achlevmg a "clean and

_ responsive o pubhc gnevances and free from m1sdeed a.nd

corruption and in this connection, the State Government
desire that the vigilance sytem should function properly
and efficiently. .

. Vigilance literally ‘means Watchfullness or “alertness.
. Vigilance in the public administration means watchfullness

or alertness against likely. m:sdeed or corrupnon. Thus the
major emphasis in the sphere of vigilance in the public
administration is on the preventive and precautlonary
measues to check and mmnmze likely misdeed and
corruption in the ‘sensitive activities in various areas /
organizations under different Departments of the
Government. Despite the best prevantive measures, there
may, still, be some instances of misdeed or corruption.
Each of these needs to be investigated properly and
thoroughly and' firm and expeditious action needs to be
taken as per law against the wrongdoers within the
Government and others. The imvestigation or enquiry could
be departmental maglsterlal or by the police or by
vigilance * organization, depending of the situation. While the
actions against the wrong-doers within the Government
could be departmental action or criminal prosecution or
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civil action or all or any of them, that against the others
could be by way of criminal prosecution or civil action or

- both. If the investigation / enquiry in specific instances

reveals any system deficiency or inadequancy, it would
also have to be rectified. Thorough and timely action
would have to be ensured in all matters of investigation /
enquiry, departmental action, criminal prosecution, system
rectification, etc.

Vigilance is an innate, intrinsic and inherent duty of every
line authority in any organization and it equally applies to
the public administration. It is in this context that the
