A State Government employee may be sent on deputation to serve under
Central Government, other State Government, or Bodies incorporated or not, w_holly
or substantially owned or controlled by the Government. The detailed procedures
of such deputation has been laid down Finance department's O:M. No. 102/61/132
dated 10.5.65 followed by O.M. No. FEG.102/61/304 dated 20.7.77 No. FEG. 13/
92/pt/13 dated 3. 5. 94 and No. FEG. 29/74/100 dated 25.1.77.

To simplyfy and streamlinee processing of the proposals for deputation of
State Government employees the Governor of Assam pleased to lay down follow-
ing further procedures to be followed strictly while deputing State Government
employees:- .

1. Maximum period of deputation will be for a period of 5 years. After
expiry of 5 years the employee must revert to his parent department failing to
which he/she shall deem to be permanently absorbed in the deputed organisation.
