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- GOVERNMENT OF ASSAM
GENERAL POWER POLICY STATEMENT - 2003

19775

1. Since indepegg,,ence,jh‘e,power sector in Assam has grown based
on the State's natural resources of oil and natural gas and the
hydropower poténitial of the ‘North East, in response to the requirements
of the population spread extensively over a large geographical area
interspersed with a'thriving tea plantation industry. This has contributed
to the sustenance of the plantation and industrial.sectors in the State,
growth of urban.centres and development of an extensive transmission
and distribution system occupying strategic space in the NE region.
However powélf:‘s'eé‘tOr in 'ASSam-today'is-%acin'g' a situation where due
to various reasons 6berati6'n"Sf":generatioﬁ§‘transmission and distribution

systems at the desired level of operational effectiveness, efficiency and
~ commercial Viability is becoming difficult to sustain. As a consequence
the sector is unable to meet its operational requirements, attract
adequate investment for its sustenance and development and deliver
desired level of services to its customers.

2. While during the period since independence, per capita annual

Power consumption in Assam has increased from 41 KWh to over 104
KWh, it still lags behind the all India average of 359 KWh. Since
consumption of electricity is an important indicator of the relative
development of any region, the low per capita consumption is an indicator
of t.he overall economic development of the state. It is estimated that
while the demand for electricity is growing it has not been fully met due

to inadequate expansion and the operational and financial constrains
of the electricity Supply system.

3. Supplyof electricity and the problems associated with the process
have to be viewed in state specific situation. Assam has a population of
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-2.66 Cr. There are estimated 45 lakh households. However ASEB toda'y

serves about 9.5 lakh legitimate consumers only. There are possibly
many more that are not yet on the‘ledgers of ASEB. This has resulted
in illegal drawal of electricity from the ASEB system and high commercial
losses. In addition, the state has an extensive and high‘ly~ extended
electricity distribution system that has not received adequate investment
in the past. As aresult it has not been po_ssjble’to reduce system oQtages

and interruptions or bring down technical line losses. It is estimated

that the aggregate Commercial and Technical losses on the Board's

system stand at about 40-42%.

4.  The installed capacity on ASEB's own system stands at 574.5
" MW comprising of 572.5 MW of thermal and only-2 MW of hydro .

capacity. In addition, the State has access to 441 MW of capacity, being
the state share of central capacity created in the NE region. However

of ASEB's own thermal capacity available, SGO,MW i§~lyih’g non-

operational due to reasons such as non availability of fuel (2*30 MW

- Chandrapur TPS) and inadequate maintenance and operational

constraintS'(Bongaigaon TPS 4*60 MW). Further the operational
capacity has not been utilized to the fullest due to lack of adequate gas
supplies and absence of a waste heat recovery unit (Lakwa Thermal
Power Station), age of the plant and associated O&M problems (Namrup
Thermal Power Station). While the average requirement of capacity for
Assam is 570 MW and is generally met -from the overall capacity
available to the state, the existing installed capacity reveals considerable
non-operational and idle capacity along with a lopsided thermal-hydro

5. The transmission network in Assam has increased to 4000 KM
from almost nothing during the period since independence. However
there are vital strategic transmission links that need to be developed
and properly maintained to enable the State to fully avail energy from

6.  Another challenge cohfronting the state power sector today lies in
electricity distribution management. With an extensive subtransmission
and distribution network coverings most of the inhabited and
commercially important areas of the North-East, ASEB is faced with
the challenge of maintaining this distribution system in an operational
efficient and consumer friendly manner. The T&D and Commercial losses
on the ASEB system stand at 40-42 %. The electricity distribution system

-is overextended. Due to inadequate maintenance and investment it has
also has got severely degraded over time. Not only has this contributed

~to high level of losses but also to inadequate quality- of service to
consumers. - o '

low voltage and frequent interruptions. This combination of factors. has
resulted in an adverse impact on-the delivery of electricity services..

8. . The State Government is concerned abotit.the continuing power
shortages and the inadequate quality of electricity supply seivices. The
causes of the problems in the power sector are identified as partly
structural and organizational and partly due to lack of adequate
investment in public or private sector to-meet-the sector's: capital
requirements. The primary reason for the lack of investment i the critical
financial situation of ASEB the integrated monopoly charged with the
responsibility for generation, transmission and distribution of electricity.
As on March 31, 2000, the accumulated commercial losses ‘of ASEB.
excluding the State subsidies stood at 3995 Cr. with cash liabilities of
the order of Rs. 1679 Cr. Inthe past ASEB has not been able to meet
its operational cash requirements due to high losses, poor bill collections |
and unremunerative tariffs resulting in poor creditworthiness. The power
sector in the State in general has not.been able to mobilize the resources
required to finance the development activities. The cohtinuing cash
shortfall has also resulted in inefficient and inadequate maintenance of
the existing system. Due to a persistent and serve financial crises faced
by the State, the State's budgetary resources are no longer available to
support the operations of the power sector as in the past.

9.  As per the studies carried out on the basis of existing trends, the
State will need about 316 MW of additional generation capacity by the
year 2011 to meet its growing power demand. Actual requirement
resulting from articulation of the pent up demand and increasing pace
of commercial/industrial activity as the employment in traditional sectors
dries up will be much more. Substantial investments will be required in
transmission network to supply this additional power and rehabilitate
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the'existingj transmission and distribution to supply this additional power.
Even more important will be to supply this electricity to consumers In an
efficient and cost effective manner. . :

10." It is recognized that the problems faced by the power sector in
Assam are also being faced in the power sector in the other parts of the
country. The national policy on the subject has evolved considerably
over the last decade opening up the sector for reform and restructuring
and private participation. Reform and restructuring of the power sector
has beeri-undertaken in many states with functional unbundling of the
SEB-concerned followed by corporatisation of the successor entities.
Privatization has also been attempted in some cases. At the national
level, suitable changes have been made to the legislative framework to
enable privaté participation in generation and distribution of electricity.

12.  Further, the existing state policy framework does not recogmze
and allow for the the emergence of a market for electncuty serwces
depending upon the nature of demand and consumptlon of the'same.
While the need for unbundling of ASEB is recognlzed it does not address
the need for operation of the functional entities concernedin an effi cient
and commercially viable manner in a competitive envnronment The
existing framework also does not provnde fora transition period during
which the functions discharged by the Board could be clearly defined
and performance benchmarked for evaluation. An indication needs to
be given to the existing entities or the investors or the consumers as to
nature of the operating framework that would 'erherge in the future as
the sector unfolds. Further some of the essential conditions necessery
to enable efficient services to consumers such as competition are nbt
fully addressed. The extremely important role that the State. Government
has to play in enabling reform needs to be acknowledged and developed
along with the contemporary trends in the sector.

13. The State Government have embarked upon a programme of

reform of restructuring in the power sector with assistance of
Government of India and external funding agencies such as the Asian
Development Bank. In pursuance of this programme, the state
government have conveyed their consent to the scheme of securitisation
of past dues of the ASEB payable to central public sector undertakings
(CPSUs). Payments for power purchases from CPSUs are being made
on a regular basis. The Accelerated Power Development and Reform
Programme (APDRP) of the GOl targeting distribution improvement has
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been extended to 10 out of 14 electricity distribution circlesin Assam.
Progress has also -been achieved in reducing the losses of ASEB.
However these reforms are to be carried through further and the State
.vaemment is-of the view that a revised generalpolicy framework needs
to be developed that will address contemporary issues in the power
sector, enable reform and restructuring of the power sector in the state
in .éﬁ.;,bi"deltlyf niénner and éilow the growth of the sector in the years
t°°°m§’ ‘éf.lligli,a_i.i,i,lg it to adapt to the challenges of a changing
environment.

To meet
the éosts of reform of the sector, the State Government, with the
assistance of Government of India have also sought the assistance of
exterrial fu'riding agencies_,' Duririg FY 2002 0 03 the dialogue with ADB
has reached an advanced stage for assistance for the Assam Power
Sector Réform Programm'e. In the erherging scenario, the State
Government are of the view that the existing policies in the power sector
need to articulated in a manner that would address contemporary issues
with the objective of attaining sustained growth and development of the
sector. ' '

14. Objectives

In the above background, taking note of the contemporary
experience jn other parts of the country, the imperative of rehabilitating
the power sector in the State so that it can function efficiently and deliver
optimum quality of services to electricity consumers, the Govt. of Assam

feel the need to reset and clarify the objectives in the state power sector
as follows :

(i) To enable supply of electricity and optimal quality of electricity
supply services to various categories of consumers in the State, in an
efficient and cost effective manner while enabling protection of consumer

b) To provide managerial, operational and functional autonomy to
existing & successor entities in the state power sector to enable them
to operate efficiently along commercial lines ;

- ¢) To enable obtimal and profitable operation of the existing public

assets in-the power sector through reduction of T & D as well as
commercial losses o

(viii) To strengthen the legal framework against theft and illegal
drawal of electricity and enforcement of laws against such offences ;

(ix) To enable development and training of the existing employees of
ASEB to enable their capacity building and development to meet the

challenges of 3 competitive and consumer oriented service
environment

(x) To protect the rights of the existing employees of the ASEB
and for those employees who opt not to remain in the ASEB or the
successor entities, provide appropriate voluntary retirement packages.

15. Geheral Strategy

(i) Reform Legislation for the State.

Electricity is a subject on the consurrent list. Many states taking
Up reform ang restructuring have done so under a legal framework
established Specifically for the purpose by the concerned state. The
Government of India is also contemplating fresh legislation at the
national level to replace the existing legal structure. Electricity sector in
the country is g concurrent subject under the Constitution. To make the
process of reform responsive to the situation and requirements in the
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state and self sustaining, a state specific framework: for reform and
restrusturing would be required. The State Government shall provide
such framework through a state enactment as necessary keeping in
view the national legislative frame work. '

~ (ii) Restructuring and Unbundling

in order to enable the functions of power genefatioij. transmis;;ion
distribution and electricity supply services to develop fully to provide
efficient, cost effective services and to allocate accountability for proper
functioning of the same, functional restructuring of the present ASEB,
which is a monopoly combining all the above functions responsible for
all commercial decisions as well as interface with consumers, is
imperative. This will not only enable functional specialization but will
also promote competitions particularly in generation and distribution.
Therefore the existing functions of generation transmission and
distribution performed by the existing ASEB as an integrated monopoly
shall be segregated and entrusted to separate entities. The State
Government realize that this proces will require some transition period ,

. before the unbundled functional entities can start functioning on their

own. To enable proper functioning of the restructured system the State
Government would consider the operation of such entities under a
holding company for some time. ' )

As a part of the reform programme already taken up by the State
Government, the first phase of the process is already taking place within
the existing ASEB structure through application of the “profit centre®
approach accompanied by separation of accounts to the functions of
generation, transmission and distribution. This process has to be
consolidated with complete segregation of the functions of generation,
distribution and transmission presently performed by the integrated
ASEB and corporatisation of such separate entities in the private sector.
The State Government would keep options open on privatizatiqn of
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some or any of the entities in the future depending upon th.e commercial
viability of such entities and efficiency of the'serwcers provided by them.
Itis recognized that this process is a continuum linked by the broad
policy imperative of improving services relating to supply to consumers
in the State the reform process may start within the existing system.
Different stages can be attained depending upon the commercial viability
of the mé_asure. ,

While the new successor entities to ASEB are incorporated under
the Indian Companies Act, financial restructuring of the present structure
shall be done and a transfer scheme enabling transfer of assets and

- liabilities of the existing ASEB to the new successor entities shall be
drawn ub in a manner that will allow the balance sheets of the new
Companies to be financially viable. Past liabilities will be carefully
reviewed and only such liabilities as are relevant to the efficient
corporate functioning of the new entities shall be transferred to them.
The remaining liabilities shall be parked in a holding company to be
addressed over time with assistance of the government.

State Government shall encourage and support ASEB and
Successor entities of the SEB to take up various project on basis of
Build Operate Transfer (BOT), Build Operate Own Transfer (BOOT),
Build Operate Own (BOO), Lease Renovte Operate Transfer (LROT),
Joint Venture, Management Contract etc. While corporatizing the
distribution function, some area may be given to alternate management
structures as 3 pilot projects. On review of performance, privatization
of distributions may be extended to other areas where it is viable.
Progressive divestment in different segments of power sector may also
be made as found necessary and feasible over time.

(iii) Independence of the Regulatory Commission

Eventually power sector in Assam is perceived to develop through
full emergence of a large number of competing players delivering a
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variety of services to consumers. This will necessary require a
functioning market with proper, transparent and fair regulation rather
than government control over commercial and operationallaspects of
the sector. Of paramount importance is the setting of tariffs in a fair and
transparent manner and regulation of interaction between various entities
by an independent regulatory commission. There already exists a One-
Man Commission in Assam set up under the ERCA Act 1998_which
provides the framework for its independent functioning. It will be essential
to develop and reconstitute the Regulatory Commission as a full fledged
multi member Commission and to enable greater capacity building for
the Commission to take up the challenges of the future as they come,
This will requure expansion of the scope and powers of the Commxssuon
development of its expertise and capacity building and tralmng of its
personnel to handle the complex tasks that will emerge as the power
sector develops

(iv) Corporatisation and Privatisation .-

Restructuring of ASEB through unbundling of generation
transmission and distribution that could take place in the ﬁrst'-phase
must be consolidated through properly functioning successor entities
to the unbundled ASEB in the public sector. ASEB may continues as a
holding company to allow the unbundlied successor entities to fully take
on their responsibilities in a commercially viable manner. Corporatisation
would however be essential to ensure accountability both financial and
legal. This will be done under the Companies Act 1956. Appropriate
managerial and functional autonomy to the new companies shall be
granted to the companies even while these are state owned. For each
company directors shall be appointed on the basis of established
professional merit in order to enable wide technical, financial,
administrative and legal experience. The State Government and the
new companies will also sign corporatization agreements to delineate
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the roles and"rights“o‘f the State Government as the Owner ensuring
that the companies are given broad managerial-and operational
autonomy. Further each company 'shall be required to develop a human
resource policy that rewards ‘efficiency and merit.

" The State Gowt. recognized that there is little advantage in creating
public sector entities if they are not to operate with full consumer
orientation and commercial discipline of th market place. At the same
time it is also acknowledged that privatization should take place in a
competitive envirdnment, with minimal disruption of services and in a
consumer friendly manner. Eventually the operation of these entities in
private or‘public sector would depend on their commercial viability and
consumer satisfaction with the services provided by them. State
Government view privatization of such entities as a means to the overall
objective of providing' efficient and quality services to consumers and
not an end in itself. At the same time the possibility of efficiency gains
and consumer orientation through private participation and privatization
are also acknowledged. Therefore, in the final stage, privatization in
Competitive environment will be consider on the basis of the
Performance of such entities, consumer satisfaction with the services
delivered by them and their commercial viability. This requires a
Preparatory stage during which the operating entities have to move from
a situation of non-accountable, expenditure incurring agencies to
Properly accounted for cost centres and the profit centres. This would
add value to the entire structure-disaggregated or otherwise and enable
eventual entry of serious private sector entities whose performance could
be judged against benchmarked criteria.

16. Transition Period

The State Government recognize that structural change in the
POWer sector of the State shall require a period of transition from the
existing monopolistic structure to a market based competitive structure

-
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during which the State Government shall have to play a facilitating role.
The broad outline of the transition period is as follows : -

Cost Centres :

. There is a need to move a'way-from the cultural of ,expendithre
without accountability towards a clear cut assessment of coats for each
function performed by the respectlve component or sub component of
the system. The present unified structure under the ASEB does not
allow such costs to be clearly ascribed and needs to be reorganized on
this basis. This would involve proper cost assessment for all operations
involved in carrying out a particular function and ascribing the same to
the centre or operation to which they rightfully pertain. This would help
identify the measures that would eventually enable operational
sustainability in the transition period. -

Profit Centres : | o,

While the process of restructurlng of the Board and its replacement
y'corporate successor entities for generation, transmission and
distribution electricity operating in a competitive env:ronment it is
important to ensure that different functional units of the Board move
towards greater accountability in operational and financial terms. This
is sought to be achieved through the application of the "Profit Centre"
approach. In addition to financial accountability this will also achieve:
important bench marking of performance of various constituent units of

the Board.

Reconfiguration of Distribution :

Reduction of T & D losses, provision of better quality of power,
and better consumer satisfaction shall be the aim of the electricity
distribution policy of the state. In fact the distribution function is
recognized as the most important since it is the area where the interface
between the consumer and the electricity supply system exists. The
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Government shall establish an operating framework that enables the
existing entities in the power sector to deliver better services.

In the initial stage and within the current structure distribution
improvement is sought through the application of the plans and
investment under the plans and programfnes of the Government of India
presently in operétibn. This stage is expected to enable investment in
crucial areas where due to lack of inyestment in the past the existing
distribution system of the state has got badly degraded. Simultaneously
the existing distribution circles in the state shall be organized as district
operational units with appropriate financial and operational autonomy
to carry out distribution of electricity. This will be accompanied by energy
accounting and audit to ensure proper accountability.

The next stage shall be the corporatisation of such entities.
Privatization would be considered, where feasible consistent with the
policy framework referred to above. This stage shall be considered in
due course when the corporatized distribution circles have stated
functioning in a manner that enables full accountability for the energy
Supplied and the revenues recqvered along with a bench marking for
the standards of performance. '

The State Government recognized the immense potential for
improving the distribution related services through the application of
fnformation technology. GOI have already taken a substantive initiative
In this regard. It is essentials to avail such need based services on a
Competitive basis in a manner that enables real benefit to the consumer
along with savings through improved efficiency.

17. Competitlon

Competition is perceived‘ by the State Government as crucial to
?nsurnng efficiency, cost-effectiveness and protection of consumer
Interests. As a matter of policy, the State Govt. would foster competition

.
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in electricity generation and distribution sectors. In the ‘broader
perspective the state Government prefers investment in the sector to
be ushered in through open competition. Further it will be important to
give the consumers a choice in obtaining services more suitable to their
needs. The State Govt. recognize that Electricity transmission will need
to be retained as a public monopoly for some more time till the market
in generation and supply of electricity starts functioning. Generation of
electricity and its sale will however need to be allowed on a competitive
basis. To enable competition to be articulated in the system, the State
Govt. shall pursue a policy that enables open access to electricity with
separation of "wires and. content” on the basis of a viable contractual
framework. Beginning with the transmission system, the process will
be followed by enabling nondiscriminatory open access across the
distribution system as per a time frame to be decided by the State
Government. Creation of competitive structures shall be the objectlve
of the government across the power sector in the state

18. Functional Aspects
a) Generation :

i) The generation capacity of the ASEB is urgently in need of
investment and modern management practices to enable efficient
utilization. To achieve this, not only will major Renovation and
Modernization works be needed, special efforts shall have to be'taken
up to restore the nonoperational capacity in Bongaigaon and Chandpur
Thermal Power Projects.: In addition additional infrastructure that' can
enable better utilization of the existing capacity such as the Lakwa Waste
Heat Recovery Unit shall have to be created. :

ii) In the initial stage, the State Government is of the view that
profit center approach shouid applled to enable accountability in
operation of the generating units accompanied by separation of
accounts. This has to be accompanied by rationalization of manpower.
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Corparatization of the generating stations shall be taken up. to .el.'table
them to attract investment. For R & M of the existing capacity it is felt
that the national power companies can play a major role.

i) The State Government are of the view that generation is an
activity pro'viding' for scope for rivate investment, particularly for new
generation 'éapacity. At a later stage privatization of such capacity as
can be viable done to ensure generation of electricity at the appropriate
price would be considered as one of the many options available for
revival of the available generating capacity in the State. A very large
share of the state's generation capacity is laying nonoperational. The
State Government views private participation or privatization as the case
may be, as one of the options that could be utilized to enable utilization
of the State's generation capacity. Side by side the PLF from the existing

generation stations would be improved through R&M and efficiency
improvement measures.

iv) Completion of existing and ongoing projects shall be amongst
the topmost priorities of the State Government. Organizational
restructuring shall be taken up where necessary to enable this, However
new generation capacity is proposed to be allowed to be set up on the
basis of its viability through private investment. A framework that enables
such investment to take place in competitive mode shall be enabled.

V) The present thermal-hydro mix in the state is a skewed one.
There is relatively little hydro capacity available on state's own system.
Presently the state is utilizing the share of hydro capacity available to it
from central generating stations. It is important for the state to have
Some hydro capacity available on its own system to meet its peaking
requirements. However, since the major on-going project namely the
karbi langpi Project is in the hydro sector, this will also help in improving
the thermal hydro mix in the state. “
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vi) To-enable the new generating capacity to function efficiently
and to supply power ata reasonable price, a framework shall be put
into place to enable operation of generating units as electricity supply
companies, able to provide power at competitive rates ‘as merchant
power stations. : :

vii) The State Government is of the view that new generation
capacity in the state is feasible based on the natural resources of the
state. Such new generation capacity may be established through' the
joint sector corporate entities or through private sector with a view to
supplying competitively priced power. The state government shall enable
an operating environment that provides for generatlon and supply of -
power on this basis.

b) Transmission :

=,

i) Itis recognized that augmentatlon of the transmlssuon system is.
urgently need to provide for the ability to access electrncaty generated in
the NE region for usein the state. This would also enable better utilization
of PLF of the available capacnty To enable thls it is proposed to first
complete the "Missing Link" and "last Mile" schemes along with creatlon
of transmussnon mfrastructure to avail power from exlstmg generatlng
capacuty in the region along W|th creatlon of transmission infrastrutture
to avall and supply power from reglonal and other generating stahons

ii) To enable better quality of supply to consumers, operatlon of
the state grid in an efficient manner is essential. Eventually this will
also be necessary for the market in the electricity sector to okpierate’in a
power manner and. allow competition to be brought into the system.
The modernization and independent operation of the state load diSpaihch
center shall be one of the priorities of the government. The state

infrastructure and efﬂcuency |mprovement of such systems.
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a) With the modernization of the load management system, it will
also be necessary to enable exchange of electricity across the“sys.tem
efﬁciently' and fairly. For this separation of "wires and content \fwtr.\ a
view to enable Non Discriminatory Open Access across the transmission
and distribt‘Jtiori' system shall be a policy obje
