The Rural Electrification was included as an additional
component under Pradhan Mantri Gramodaya Yojana:(PMGY
Scheme) undertaken by Gowt. of India since April,2001.

The Rural Electrification works under PMGY scheme was
first started in Assam during the financial year 2001-02.
74 Nos. of virgin villages and 128 Nos. of partially
electrified villages have been electrified .till 30-06-04.

In absence of L.A.C. wise list of villages in this office,
District wise list of virgin villages and partially, electrified
villages are hereby furnished in (Annexure-A) and (Annex-
ure-B) respectivelly. (See Annexure-II)

Futher more, the execution of electrification in many
other villages sanctioned under PMGY 2001-02 scheme
as well as PMGY 2002-03 scheme is under various stages
of implementation. |

The amount sanctioned and amount utilised against PMGY
for Rural Electrification till 2003-04 is detailed as
below.

DLCC selected 584 Nos. of villages. However, due to
financial constraints, all villages selected during 2003-04
in the D.L.C.C. of Karimganj District could not be
included in the scheme prepared for 2003-04.

However some of the villages were included in R.E.
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(PMGY), 2003-04; RE (MNP) 2003-04 and Normal Plan
2003-04 as well. The proposed villages will l?e taken up
during 2004-05 electrification subject to receipt of fund.

On the basis of further allocation of fund from Govt. of
