- He is on a 3 day visit t visit tg&\ East. o
1. AstheHonble Members are aware that the Govt of India announced
the East West Corridor National Highway project in 1999 linking
Purbondor in the West with Silchar in East. The project envisaged
converting the existing double lane National highway in Assam
from Srirampur to Silchar via Guwahati, Nagaon and Lumding
covering a distance of 731 KM at an estimated cost of Rs. 3000
crores by 2007 into a four lane highway. I have been pressing the
Govt of India since 2001 to extend the project to Jairampur from
Nagaon on the ground that the Alignment decided by the Govt of
India bypasses the major Towns of Jorhat, Sivasagar, Dibrugarh
and Tinsukia and that the easternmost point of Jairampur is not
touched. Further, the Coal; Tea and Oil-belt of Assam was bypassed
in the project. The matter has been hanging with the Govt of India
~_for the last three years. When the UPA Govt. has been installed, |
took up the matter once again with the Hon'ble Prime Minister Dr.
Manmohan Singh and Chair person UPA Smti. Sonia Gandhi. In
fact I have taken up the matter with Smti. Sonia Gandhi when she
came to Assam last time to visit the flood affected areas of Assam.
At her advise in Delhi Hon'ble Union Minister Shri T. R. Baalu
~ came down to Guwabhati yesterday and held discussion with us,
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During the discussions held yesterday, I again urged the Union Min-
ister to take a quick decision in the matter, Sri. Baalu appreciated
the genuine demand of the state and announced thé decision of the
Govt. of India to convert the existing two-lane of 315 KM into four
lane at an estimated cost of Rs. 1000 crore by 2007 under the
Pradhan Mantri Bharat Judo Programme. This 315 KM will cover
‘entire National Highway from Nagaon to Dibrugarh.

I put forth-another demand for up-gradation of single national High-
way in the state measuring 505 km:. into double lane highway with

. a view to promote communication in Assam, which is heavily de-

pendent on the road sector. Sri Baalu was convinced about the need
of state and agreed to the proposal. He announced that the Up-
gradation would be carried out by 2007 at an estimated cost of Rs.
1000 crores. :

To yet another demand for handing over the construction of the
approach road of 32 km. of the Bogibeel rail-cum-road bridge to

the state PWD, Sri. Baalu responded by saying that the proposal

receive his sympathetic consideration. As the Hon'ble Members
are aware, the Govt. of India had, earlier decided to hand over this
construction to the National Highway Authority of India.
