flood in the last 50 years. It has been reported that one major

cause of such devastating flood is attributed to the uncontrolled

release of water from the reservoir of Kapili Hydro-electric

Proje_:ct of NEEPCO.

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Deputy Commissioner, Nagaon in order to ascertain the
factual position, deputed a team of officers headed by Shri N.
Islam, A.D.C., Shri Laskar, E.E., Irrigation Division. Nagaon and
Shri B.R. Medhi, J.E., Nagaon E&D Division. The Team visited
the site and hold discussion with the senior officials of Kapili
Hydro-electric Project, NEEPCO. The detailed report has been
furnished at ANNEXURE-L. = o .

The salient points emerged from the.report is as
below :- ' o : -

(2) On 18-7-2004 at 6.45 p.m. the water level of the
reservoir rose upto RL 727.70 m against creast level of RL
719.30 m i.e. the water level rose to a height of 8.40m above
the Full ReservoirLevel (FRL). Due to such abrupt rise of
water which rolled down to the downstream is responsible for
the flood catastrophy.in Morigaon  and Nagaon District.

2. As per the report, the contribution from the reservoir
was initially 5000 M3 of water and subsequently another 3000
M3 from another river Mynteng joined at the confluence.

‘Thereby the combined discharge of 8000 M® rolled downstream

when Brahmaputra was already in high spate and the entire area
was over satuarated. o

‘3. The dam height is 40 M and reservoir area is about
15 Sq.Km. and surprisingly there is no controlled system with
operation of gates. Such situation obviously is very serious
since without any gate operation for release of control
discharge during the flood season is not possible. Gate control
operation of reservoir is a must for saving the life and property
in the downstream. = '

The visiting tearn after discussion and inspection of site
recommended the followirig steps which seems to be logical
and authority need to be pressurised by the appropriate

‘authority NEEPCO of the Govt. for implementation on priority
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basis, in view of the flood havoc created by release of
uncontrolled water during this flood season. Had the NEEPCO
released the water in a controlled manner, the catastropy could
have been avoided to a reasonable degree.

RECOMMENDATION :.
