'As per information submitted by Public Works Depart-

ment, Assam total 242‘1 number of roads were damaged
during the last devastating flood in the State. The
concerned Department has taken steps for repairing of
the damaged roads and bridges. The revenue & Disaster
Management Department has so far sanctioned an
amount of Rs. 44.75 crore from the Calamity Relief Fund
for the year, 2007-08.

The Hon’ble Member perhaps desires to know about
the fund allotted from Calamity Relief Fund (CRF)
towards repairing and restoration of flood damaged
infrastructures. (Flood damaged repairing). An amount
of flood damaged infrastructures.

Brahmaputra Board also took
up infrastructure development namely, construction of
residential and non residential buidings, development
of project roads, land acquisition for Resettlement of
project roads, land acquisition for Resettlement and
Rehabilitation (R & R), Preconstruction investigation
and the Zirat survey through Govt. of Assam to finalize
compensate on package for the Project Affected People
(PAP).

2006 addressed to the
Unien Home Secretary for officially engaging the State Govemment of Assam as an agency for
updating the NRC/NRIC in the State. ‘

2. In this connection, | may inform you that the National Register of Citizen (NRC) 1351 were
prepared at the time of first census after independence under a directive from the Government of
India to all the States. Thus, NRC was prepared not only in the State of Assam but in all other
states of the country too, though with varying degree of precision. In this background, if an
amendment has to be made to the Citizenship Rules (Registration and Issue of Identity Cards)
2003 as proposed, this will have to be incorporated as an altemative approach forcreation of
NRC/NRIC for all the states. This point was clarified to the representative of the State Govemment
of Assam during the recent review meeting on the implementation of Assam during the recent
review meeting on the implementation of Assam Accord held on 12.02.2007. It was further
clarified that the incorporation of the amendment will subject the states to acceding to the method-
ology/ procedure laid-down undr the rules for determination of citizenship under the Rules. While
other state govemments may nothave objectionto t, the State Govemment of Assam shall need
{o consider and give its decision specifically because they have in place separate machinery
doing work of determination of citizens/ foreigners in the State. Thatis why in the Minutes of the
discussion of the meeting of 12.02.2007, the State Govemment has been requested to submita
proposal on te modalities of updating of NRCs under the Citizenship Rules (Registration and
Issue of Identity Cards) 2003 as well as their proposalin regard to the modalities for determination

of citizenship.

Looking to the stipulations under the Gitizenship Rules, 2003 as wellas the mechanismin
place in the State of Assam. Only after details on them are made available, will it be possible for
us to proceed further for making the necessary amendments i the Citizenship Act (Registration
and Issue of Identity) 2003 as requested.
