* Dr. Bhumidhar Barman (Minister): Mr. Deputy Speaker Sir,
Meningitis is a serious disease. The disease is marked clinically by
sudden on set of high fever, intense headache, nausea and often
vomiting, stiffness of the neck, photo phobia (dislike of light) and
the pink or macular rash, sudden fall of blood pressure, shock,
delirium and coma Meningitis complications are deafness, optic
neuritls, polyar thritis and hydrocephalus. -

- W.H.O. has made the detailed study of this disease particularly
on the matter of control and suggested that detection of one case

a week in one thousand inhabitants in the flimited population
should be regarded as a warning level.

” ' Fortunately however, meningitis has not broken out in epidemic
~form anywhere in Assam. Incidence of meningitis in the State of
Assam in 1984-85 is shown below :

Cachar 6 cases 1 death

Nagaon 14 cases 6 deaths

Darrang 8 cases No death
| G.M.C.H. 55 cases - 2 deaths

These are cases of meninitis of uncertain actlology and not of
& meningococcal meningitis.

Meningitis is an inflammatory affection of the membranes
covering the brain and the spinal chord. This condition can occur
as :

a) a primary disease, or

b) secondary to disease in some part of the body. Cause of
meningitis : Every pathogenic organism is capable of producing
this inflamatory disorder, though commonly it is caused by viral,
tupercular or pyogenic organisms.

Viral is usually not fatal. Tubercular is usually a chronic disease
and pyogenic menintitis commonly follows infectiun due to several
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organisms of which meningqco’ccal meningitis is an acute disease.
There is a rapid onset of the disease, it has a fulminating ‘course
in some cases and large outbreak generates serious concern for
meningitis in the community ( as in New Delhi in January, February,
1986 in Delhi Hospitals ). The disease is diagnosed by clinical
picture and laboratory diagnosis of spinal fluid. Two striking features
of this disease are (1) low morbibity and (2) high case fatality.
However, with early diagnosis, application of modern therapy and
supportive measures fatality rate is now reduced to 10%.

Epidemiology of meningococcal meningitis remains major
problem. There are many unknown variables like various serotypes
and so a combat strategy is difficult to establish. It is difficult to

predict when and where the disease may strike and which"

serogroup will appear. The disease is more often transmitted by
carriers than cases.

The introduction of antibiotics has dramatically altered the
prognosis or effects of meningococal meningitis. The disease has
not appeared in epidemie form in our State. Constant vigilance is
kept to detect, diagnose and to folow it up by treatment. Our
laboratories are geared up to detect and diagnose cases.

that the incidence of malaria, meningitis as of the type mentioned
by the Minister is there and there are 8 deaths is in my constituency
and is the Government aware that there is a vaccine to control
this maningitis ? As the Minister himself has stated that this
maningitis affect the children primarily and the effect of this
disease is permanent resulting in the damage of the brain, mental
disorder etc. And this serious disease has come to Assam. | want
to know what steps the Government are taking to control this
dangerous disease.

* Dr. Bhumidhar Barman (Minister) : Mr Deputy Speaker sir, as

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regards the infidence in Udalguri area, one of our senior medical
officers was sent to. enquire into the cases and he. reported that
there were no such cases of maningitis in the area. Those cases
might be malarial cases. The symptoms like high fever, headache
etc. malaria has also high fever, headache. So those cases might
be malarial cases, but anyway, Government is very much careful
about it. As regards the vaccine, this is for preventing maningitis;
in order to cure the fatal disease, this has not been used till now.
So we will see and examine if we can introduce here m ‘Assam.

*  Shri Blnoy Khungur Basumatary : Sir, Hon'ble Minister hasl.
already admitted in his statement that due to Menlngltls ‘there
have been some deaths; mumber of deaths may not be very high,

‘but he has already accepted that there were deaths. At the time

of its appearance at Delhi recently, use of vaccine was started
there to control the spread of this disease. After the disease was
controlled there, the stock of vaccine has been lying ilde. Will the
Hon'ble Minister take steps to bring this vaccine from Delhi for
preventive use against maningitis as there is incidence of such
disease in Assam already. _

*  Shri Binoy ‘Khungur Basumatary : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
under Rule 50 of the Rules of Procodure and Conduct of Business
in Assam Legislative Assembly, | wish to raise an issue of .4th
June, 1985, regarding the states of Assam and Nagaland. This
relates to an incident between the States of Assam and Nagaland.
The Government of Assam has been contacted and the various
newspapers of the States had been reporting on this incident and
on hearing these incidents the tensions gradually started between
the population of the two states living in the borders. Sir, the
local press came to know all these facts. It is very reasonable for
us to assume that the incident and the growing tension among

the people of the area came to the knowledge of Intelligence -

Department. But even then this Government decided to sleep over
the warning. Sir, the Government here in the State as well as in
the Centre have been repeatedly given the warning by the press
and local newspapers about the incident but.it appears that both
the States and Central Government did not give much.importance
on.it. On the contrary, both the Centre and the States are always
telling that there is peace in the borders. There is an understanding
between the Government of Assam and Nagaland. Sir, we have
found that even if the Central Government is ruled by a Congress
(1), Nagaland by Cong (I} and Assam by Cong (1), this incident
has taken place which is not less than a war. Sir, | wish to refer
to certain reports of the press i.e. the Sunday, dated 7th to 13th
July, 85, where it is reported that the Government of Nagaland
more particularly some cabinet Ministers of Nagaland Government
were actively involved in this hysteria. Sir, in this connection |
would like to quote these press reports published in 'Sunday
Magazine' dt. 7th to 13th July, 85. Sir from this it appears that
Nagaland Government decided to wage a war against Assam.

"The Nagaland Chief Minister S.C. Jamir told the State Assembly .

on 24th June that at no point of time did his council of Ministers

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ever decide to fight a border war. with Assam. Mr. Jamir's denial
came after an allegation by Mr. Sentlchuda of the Naga Natlonal
Democratic Party who insisted that the State's forest minister
Kariba Ao had said in a public meeting at Mokokchung on 5 June
that the Nagaland cabinet decided the day before the. Merapani
incident to- conduct operations against Assam. Replying to Mr.
Sentichuba, Mr. Jamir said it was unthinand kable -that a state
should decide to fight.a sister state urged opposition members to
be more responsible while making allegations against the
Government Mr. Kariba who was present in the house also denied
having made a statement but Mr. Sentichuba still insisted that
such a statement had been made in the public meeting at
- Mokokchung. Even after Mr. Kariba's denial, the leader of the
opposition, Mr. Vamuzo stated that after Mr. Kariba's highly
provocative statement, he had received two phone calls from
Kohima informing him about the speech. Mr. Sentichuba admitted
that he understood that the state cabinet never take such a
decision -but he wanted to know why Mr. Kariba made such a
statements on 25 June when the no confidence motion against
the Jamir Government came-up for discussion. An NNDP member
Mr. Vejoi Vergo congratulated Mr. Kariba for having publicly

% declared war on Assam. Another NNDP- member Mr. Thinucho

suggested that Mr. Kariba should hence forth be known as the
war-monger Minister. Mr. Kariba was present during the furore
and was seen smiling whenever his name came up.

If the NNDP members tried to extract polltlcal mileage out of
the Merapani incident, the Chief Minister also whipped up local
sentiments. Some of Mr. Jamir's statements were so provocative
that it seemed that was challenging the Cong (l) high command
which had directed chief Ministers of both-Assam and Nagaland

-« not to make explosive statements on the Merapani issue. At one

point, Mr. Jamir referring to the heavy casualities on the Assam
side during the clash said."We have taught them (the Assamese)
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a lesson” and went on to add that "if Assam behaved like that
again we will not hesitate to do so even in the future."” The Chief
Minister made it absolutely clear that the Sundaram Committee
recommendations were not acceptable to Nagaland. Mr. Jamir
said so far as his government is concerned the Sundaram Report
is in cold storage. We have got nothing to do with it and we will
never entertain -it,” ‘Mr. Jamir said. He told the House that the
Ceritral Reserve Police Force personnel sided with the Assam
Police. Mr. Jamir also congratulated the Nagaland police for their
bravery and valour against the Assam police personnel who he
said, had run away. Mr. Jamir denied that two BSF units had
taken part in the clash along with the Nagaland police.

" According to intellingence sources in Kohima, the Nagaland
police were supported by some underground members belonging
to the National Socialist Council of Nagaland. The sources based
their claim on the fact that some Chinese weapons were used by
the Nagaland forces which they could not have procured on their
own. Although Mr. Jamir repeatedly described Assam as the
aggressor in the clash no mention was made by him of a report
that at least 1,000 village guards armed with daos and reached
Merapani from Tuensang to fight the Assam police. The village
_guards strangely were met at Tuensang by the Deputy
Commissioner Mr. Pandey who told them to return victorious
from Merapani.” o '

Sir, these things are known to us and whatever is stated in
this Press Release is true to some degree. Sir, the Government of
Assam have failed to give the names of the police personnels who
have died. | had a discussion with a person who was there on the
spot, himself, who narrated that he saw Assam Police personnels
running way when they saw thousands of Nagas and Police
Personnels are on the attack. Some of our police personnels were
running in their underpants and we doubt that many of them are
still hiding in their houses. Sir, in contrast to this the Nagaland
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Assembly has taken great pleasure to the deaths of Assam Police
Personnels,.and the people of Assam. We do not know Sir, where
do we stand ? Sir, it is clearly stated that the police personnels
have abandoned their posts.

This Government is now trying to be free from their dutles and
failed to give punishment to those cowards who have failed to do
their duties.- Sir, there are many other aspects of the whole issue.
We know that the Assembly in Nagaland have discussed over this.
question and accepted it as a moral and factual victory over the
state of Assam. Sir, believe that the leader of the House has
stated that we are not go in to deny all these because the Central
Government who have bifurcated the State of Assam and

-responsible for creation of Nagaland and therefore: finalisation of

the border dispute between Assam and- Nagaland is also the
responsibility of the Central Government. Has the Central
Government shown any inclination to decide over the boundary
issue? Why has not the Central Government accepted Sundaram
Commission's report because Sundaram Commission is not our
doings, it is not the doing of Assam, it is the doing of Central
Government. ? .This. Assam Government is always accepting
whatever command is given by the Central Government. then for
the interest of their state why they cannot standup .now before
the Central Government as such incidents have been repeated.

Sir, | would now go to the victims. Who are there? Sir, this
is the Government of Assam who had ordered in 1971-72 that
the people who had lost their land due to the abolition of
Zaminadary in Goalpara they would go and settle on the border
of Nagaland and Assam This order was issued by the then forest
Minister of Assam. These are the tribal people who are living in
border areas and they are the victims. Sir, after 1971 this is the
most serious happening. There are three gaon panchayats as is.
known to us which have been affected now. One is Merapani
Gaon Panchayat where 1400 families have been affected and (2)
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Dayang Gaon Panchayat where 443 families have been affected
and 443 houses have been burnt and the people involved are

All these people have not been able to go to these places because
this is under the disputed area and Nagaland has claimed this
area. But the Government has said that everyone has gone back
to their own places which is not correct. The people who have
gone back to the camp in Dayangpar G.P. Camp is very negligible
as they had not received adequate food and 8 persons died due
to lack of medical facilities in this camp. | can give the names
