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Now, about the Threats. The major threat faced by
the organization is morbidity. Even though, beinga public
system, question of survival meed not be perceived as a
possibility, in the present day world stagnation and a slow
decline can pose all the consequences of threatened survival.
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Shri BINAI KHUNGUR BASUMATARI -—r: Speaker
Sir, I have already moved an Amendment to the Gover-
nor’s Address and ¥ have cleaily expressed that though
this new Government has implied that the 1983 elections
and the last Government as illegal, the Suprement Court
has declared the last election to he -legal. But . Sir, we
cannot forget as to what bappsnd in 1983 and therefore,
I take. this opportunity to highlight once again that our
tribal ‘people who were affected in 1983 =lections have not
yet been rehabilitated. There were 23 thousand people
who had to stay in - Artunachal Pradesh for long 6 months
and the last Government had found that only !9 thousand
people were affected. So, another 13 thousand people were
eliminated from setting the benefits of the  future relief.
I have put-in this Amendment with a View to reguest
the Government that they will not forget the tribal people
because I have gone into the details as to how these
people came and settled. The first one was the earthquake
of 1950 in Assam, as a resuit of which more than 15
thousand Mishing people were given settlement at Gohpur.
S0 Sir, since 1950, there if no settlement for the-affected
people, which have been placed therchy the Government
itself. It is not the tribals who had gone there on their
own ?.Ccord but they had gone there on the iritiation of
the Government. I have already proved it on the floor of
this house earlier Sir and I do not want to r<peat’ 1t.
But. I Ao.n}y want to say that these pcople should be re-
habilitation properly and as my predecessor has said. a
proper land policy should be followed. Now Sir. many
things have boen said abou_*; the last -elections. This is
for the first time in the history of India that the Plains
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Tiibal People of Assam have totally rejected a Ruling
Party. Sir, to-day in the National Ruling Party there is
not a single Tribal People amongst them when there party
chiefl was of my own man but not 2 single party MLA
have come “from them. Sir, in this election also, three
new Parties have come into exXisteace —the AGP, which has
formed the new Government, UMFE also has got a sizeable
number of MLA-s and ourselves, United Tribal Nationalists
Liberation- Front. We have already acquired required
number of votes for registration and possibly for reservation
also. Sir, our intention is very ciear. We want to safe-
guard the ethenic and linguistic identity of our tribal
people and therefore, we want a “Tribal Land’’ of Union
Torritory status. Now Sir, I will refer to the Assam Accord.
We have many doubts and apprehensions about this
Accord. I.do not have time to deal with this new and
therefore, I raised some questions and in course of the
reply of Starred Questions—I am very happy that the
Hon’ble leader of the House teplied that in regard to
the problem mentioned, the issue is being considered and
in regard to Clause 6 of the Assam acrord, we should
place before him or before the Government as _to the
points of clarification we seek. We will be 'd ing this
within a very few days, But Sir, as does the wording of
this Accord go it seems this Accord is drafted in such
a Manner.that it is ambiguous and it is a double edged
sword whichcan cut intd> both sides of the Accord. It
appears to be a very good agreement but it can cut into
both sides of the agreed parties. Therefore, Sir, we would
implore before this new Government that this Accord
should be properly defined.

(The House adjourned till 2-30 p. m.)
After Lunch :
Mr. SPEAKER :—Now Shri Basumatari.

Shri ‘BINAT KHUNGUR BASUJVATART :—Now what
I have been saying is that this Agreement this  Accord
could be Interpreted in both ways. It says that it  will
be ensured that relevant laws for prevention of encroach-
ment of Government lands and land in tribal belts and
blocks are. strictly enforced and unauthorised encroachers
evicted as laid down under such laws. Sir, if we g0 by
the spirit of the sentence, the primacy of this Clause is
that the encroachment to Government land will be pro-
tected, and such encroachers will be evicted and secondary
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importance is given in regard to land in Tribal belts and
blocks. Sir, if we go by the spirit of the clause, it will
appear that even in the fribal belts — and blocks, the
encroachers will be evicted. Therefore, Sir, we expected
that since this Governor’s address was the statement of
this new Government, many more details would have been
announced in regard to this  Accord Sir, Clause 6 states
that  Constitutional, legislative and administrative
safeguards, as may be appropriate, shall bte provided to
protect, preserve and promote the cultural, social,
linguistic ~ identity =~ and heritage  Assamese people. It
does not specify whether  the entire Assam will come
under this clause. We were earlier told that AGP. would
like some constitutional safeguard as is given to Jammu
and Kashmir. If that would have been the case, we wuld
consider this very well. Now, Sir, on~ the basis of the
new Government and the new Party has become victorious.
Since you have own the victory, you are to be magnani-
mous. That atleast is the principle foliowed by all warring
parties all over the World. During World War I and II
also, the principle enunciated th.t the victorious should
be magnanimous. Therefore, T would request this AGP
Government to treat this with care for they have become
victorious. For instance, Sir, I have here a case of one
Shri  Haradbar = kumar who is the ILabour Welfare
Officer of Hatigarh  Tea Estate. He was assaulted and
seriovly wonuded Sir, he had no means even of filing any
Police case. As a result of this incident, the tea garden
workers of this locality have been  restive. In fact,
the entire tea garden areas of the north bank of Darrang
District have become anti-Assamese. It is learnt from the
people that this is the action of the people belonging to
AGP. It is now for the Government to identify the
culprits and enquire into the incident. At Tangla, I am
very sorry to say, one Shri Maheswar Boro, son
of a GAON BURA was murdered under a  mysterious
circumstances. Now -there is a feeling prevalent that the
new Government and the party is entirely belonging to
the Assamese. Just after election, grants were distributed
In my constituency to the flood affected people, but the
tribals were  denied this grant even though they were
affected during the floods of September-October, 1985, I
have here with me some cases which I place before you
Sir, many such mischiefs are going on and the Officers
are responsible for this. On 2[st January, some Miyadi
patta lands belonging to Adivasis have been taken over
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by the Land Revenue staff and given to some other tribal
people and in turn the Adjvasai land owner was i_landeq over
some other land from then Adivasl families this last
family now do not own any land. This, as a resultre
has created some tension atleast in my area, and here a,
the papers I place before you so that —you will take
necessary steps. Then Sir, I have been fighting the Police
men, and some AGP members who are in this  August
House are also fighting the Police machinery for  their
misdeeds. For instance, on 19th January at mid-night,
OC of Harisinga palice outpost raised a house where there
was none exCept a lady who was threatened.

Mr. SPEAKER :—You will get 2 minutes more.

Shri BINAI KAUNGUR BASUMATARI :—So,  Sir,
the Police is trying to take advantage of this situation.
In the Governor’s address, it is mentioned that develo-
ment programmes have been undertaken for  scheduled
tribes. But here I have an information that one Anganbard
worker could not start work in  Hatigarh Tea Estate.
So, Sir, it is not enough that you want only the Co-opera-
tion of all concerned and-partiCul_a,l'ly the minorities. It
is not enough by saying that interest of all conerned
will be looked after. We have the facts and positions in
our hand. Therefore, we would request the new Govern-
ment to take necessary steps.

In regard to ad-hoc Panchayat and town committees,
the new Government have recently dissolved these. We
would also want that democratic system should works.
But recently they have Published on 6th January, 1986

that Adhoc panchayat and town  committees, will be.

Constituted which is. not  desirable. Sir, in regard to
ITDP, relief meant for tribal people does not reach in
full to tribal people, because the officers takes shares on
every great meant for the tribal people. Thank ycu, Sir,
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*Shri ABDUL ROB LASKAR.—Mr. Speaker Sir, I
take my stand to suppori the amendment motion moved
by homourable member Shri Silvius Condpan. While parti-
Clpating in the debate on the Governor’s Address; 1 would
like to say that we are here on the verdict of the people.
Peopl: voted us for the redressal of their grievances and
problems. We all members of the House belonging to
various politicals are duty bound morally to serve the
people honestly and sincerely. In our Constitution there
is also a promise for service to the people. Sir, I would
like to say that according to the healthy democratic con-
vention, it is not the duty of the opposition to oppose
each and every action of the Government and at the
same time It is the bounded duty of the Ruling party
to give due consideration to t(he suggestions made by
the opposition. T would therefore like the express satis-
faction to the Hon’ble Cliief ~Minister to the statzment
made on 20th January on the floor of the Assembly
sceking co-operation of the members of’ {he House and
his assurance to the opposition member for providing
helping hand. Sir, we the elected representative of the
House have a common problem like water supply, electri-
¢ity, roads and bridges, irrigation, construction,
of institutions, health centres etc. Sir the people of
my constituency i.e. Sonai have elected me by a margin
of 46,554 votes with the hope that I shall do work for
them honestly and sincerly. Si.r._in my area people are
suffering due to natural calamities like flood, earthquake
etc. In the month of November, 1984, 5 persons have lost
lives. The RCC bridge over Sonai has been damaged,
and as a result Sonai is dislinked from the rest of the State
as this is the life line of that area. Apart from that
educational institut!ons like, Sonai hiadrassa Higher Secon-
dary Schools were also damaged. For the construction
of a bridge by the side of the existing one a sum of
Rs. 62 lakhs has been sanctioned by the Central Govrn-
ment and the survey work has also been  completed.
Only some formalities are remaining to be done. I
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urge upon the Government to look into the = matter

so that the work can be ddne shortly for removing

‘the difticulties of the people. Sir, the buildings of the

institution, as stated earlier, arz in a very dilapidated
condition. So 1 request the Hon’ble Minister, Education
to sanction money for construction of the buildings, Sir,
about the functioning of the Electricity Department, some
of my Hon’ble friends of the House placed the matter
very nicely. Though the Department claims that they
have completed the work in certain villages myself as an
witness, I have seen that only a few electric posts are
standing without any wire. So [ draw the attention of
the Hon’ble Chief Minister and the Minister, Power so
that some action may be taken against the Department
for their false repori and information. Sir, it is known
that people of Sopai suffer due to flood. Earlier Govern-
ment felt the necessity of constructing 4 sluice gates at
(1) Rakha (2) Kuria (3) Gargari and (4) Ghakhara khals.
The work had also been started, probably 5, 6 or 7
years back, but it is most unfortunate that the Depart-
ment could not complete the work for reasons best.known
to them Sir, in my Sonai Constituency there is a river
called Hatikhar which has = caused great communication
difficulty to the entire area. This river has divided the
area as a result of which .the, people have to traverse not
less than SO0 k. m. if. they-have. to got a vehicle instead
of 5 k. m, by crossing the. river. So the earlier Govern-
ment felt the necessity of constructing a bridge over Hati—
khal river. So far survey and other preliminary works
have been done and it is under consideration of the
Government. I required the Chief Minister and the
Minister, P. W. D. to sanction money for construction of
the bridge which will open up a vast area.

With these few words, Sir, I conclude,
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At 4. 38 P. M. Mr. Chairman vacated the Chair and hon’ble
