But it has not mentioned about Dhubri and
Phulbari communication from North Bengal to the south of
Brahmaputra to the heart of Dhubri. That is why sir, I am drawing
the attention of the Govt. though you that roads and bridges should
be constructed from Dhubri to Phulbari.

Now I want to touch the problems in the Power sector.
There are certain schemes to be executed by the Govt. during the
next financial year and for this certain areas also have been
mentioned. There are certain problems in providing electricity in
some areas of my dist. There have been some villages untouched
by power line/ power supply. It is learnt from a reliable source
that some villages have been left totally untouched by power line/
power supply and aslo some villages in my Constituency have not
been included for power supply.

Sir, regarding agricultural irrigation I want to say that as we
know, almost 80% of the population in Assam are absorbed in
cultivation, Now-a-days, in out areas also, besides summer rice
cultivation, double and multiple cropping cultivations are going to
be cultivated. This time also, people have gone for Ahu, Bora etc.
cultivation. The Irrigation Deptt. has totzﬁly failed to supply water
in the winter season for Rabi crops. Earlier it was expectation of
the people that the Deptt. Agriculture woould provide water to the

Most of the departmental Officers left the places of posting
and did not visit the farmers. That is why I would like to draw
that attention of the Govt. through you, Sir, that officers of the
Irrigation Deptt. should be directed to go to the places of posting
and they should look after the activities of the farmers.
