Accordingly, Government have since revised the
pay-scale of doctors from Rs. 500—1225 to Rs, 522 to
1325 P. M. with effect from Ist July 1978, confirmed as
many as 530 doctors upto the rank of Director, adolidhed
*25p. outdoor collection with effect from Ist April 1978
and have allowod the attending doctors to treat the
indigent cases free of cost of laboratory and X-Ray

charges.
