Shri Jairamdas Doultram was botn on 21st

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July 1821. He was a prominent Congress Leader and

sufferred imprisonment several times for participating

‘in Gandhiji’s Satyagraha Movement in 1919,

Non-co-operation Movement in 1920-21 and Quit
India Movement in 1942-45., He was a member
of Bombay Legislati\}e Council from i927-29 and
member of the Congress Working Committee from
1929 to 40, From 1948-50 he was a Minister of
Food and Agriculture, Govt, of India, He became
the Governor of Assam on 27th May, 1950 and
continued as such till 15th May, 1956, He was
also a member of Indian Parliament in 1959 and
one time Govrnor of Bihar, He was alsoa
Journalist of repute, From 1925-2¢ he was an
Rditor of Hindustan Time and Ganghiji’s Youug
India’ in 1230. This prominent National Leader

and former Governor Assam passed away on
28th February, 1979.

We deeply mourn the loss of the Great
National Leader and I'am sure the House will
joint me in conveying our condolence to the
member ‘of the bereaved family.
