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ourable Members have participated in the discussion for
grants relating to my department. The department is

thankful because of reminding the department of its respon-
sibility, particularly in the matter of industrialisation of the
State. Sir, I quite agree with the approach and views of
several Members who have taken part in the debate that
our efforts for industrialisation is mainly with the objective
of optimum utilisation of our State’s industiial potential,
human and financial resources and at the same time maxi-
maization of generation of employment, production and in-
come. Sir, with regard to this objective of industrialisation,
naturally our strategy in spite of going ahead with the
programme of industrialisation, is that we can use the maxi-
mum of the raw materials agricultural, mineral and forest
which are available in our State and which have also been
referred to by many Hon’ble Members. Another Honourable
Member has also stated that it was necessary to give more
emphgsis on the need based industries. We feel that the
difficulties in respect of transport, as the Honourable Members
are aware of, and our dependece on outside market together

with high freight rate of transport, carriage are obstructing

the industrial development. Maximum employment per unit

of capital investment also needs to be taken into consi-
deration and the steps that are required to be taken for
the maximuam capital formation and incremental rates of
growth are other objectives which are to be taken into
consideration in this respect. Iam thankful to the Hono-
urabie Members for what they have said and I have no
hesitation 1n agreeing with what they have observed in
respect of industrial development of the State. Sir, 1 may
put itin this way that what the Honourable Members have
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poverty in affluence, it may be a more appropriate terms
phraseology to review the present position of the industrial

development of our State. There are variousfactors which
govern the overall growth of the industry. Sir, it is true
that so far as the development of the industries are con- |
cerned, since after independence censiderable progress has
taken place, and, T would like to apprise the Honourable
Members that against the number of 700 small scale units
in the State, to-day in 1975. we have got as many as
5340 small scale industrial units, and the output or the
production value of these units are in between 35 to 40
crores and as many as about 23,000 people as workers
are employed in these different units. Sir, various poirits
have been raised in course of the discussion. But I would
only like to pin-point something which basicall govern the
problems of industrial development of our State. It has
been said in the House on earlier occasion also and I think
that though repetation, it is none the less essential that in
the interest of knowing the problems of the industrizl deve-
lopment of the State we should re-discuss and try to solve
our problem. Sir, in the interest of inflow of raw mate-
rials as well as for ouiflow of the finished products, the
transport system is .very much essential. But unfortunately
there are various short comings in that respect. For this
reason, Sir, many of the industries though they come up,
ultimately they suffered because of the problem of tr

ans-

port. Over and above that, the question of internal comm-

unication is also very important because the linkage bet-
ween the raw materials market and also the industries which

envisaged that there should be adequate facilities for trans-

port internally alse. Sir, to oviate all these difficulties and
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been enunciated by the Government of India which have
besn implemented since few years back. This scheme
is known as the transport subsidy scheme, for the raw
materials that is coming to our State as well as for the
outgoing finished products, thatis going outside the State.
According to this scheme an industry i's given 509, of the
transport cost as subsidy from Siliguri Railway station
in North Bengal to aud from where the industry is localed
':Nithin the State both in respect of raw materials and finished
products. We have allowed transport subsidy amounting to
about Rs. 1,74,000. Such subsidy is wholly borne by Govern-
ment of India. Another important problem that has been men-
tioned by the Honourable Members is the problem of mar-
ketting the finished products. That is a very serious problem
no doubt and because of transport bottleneck the marke-
tting of our finished products of the medium or large scale
industries are very much suffering. That is rather a very
difficult problem for the industries to compete outside the
State. Sir, to assist industries in marketing their products
to whatever extent possible, Government under store purchage
rules have registered 74 small scale units anud last year
have purchased gcods worth 4 crore 50 lakhs from these
small scale units. In addition that transport subsidy is also

admissible to them. The question of power is also another

important problem for which the pjonourable Members have
amply discussed. I nced not go into details on this point.
It is a fact that there is shortage of power for which also
our industries are equally suffering, but I am expecting that
we shall be able to adjust ousselves the power shortage.
Another defect that has been pointed out is about nom-
availability of technical know how iu this State, and so far
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as the Industries Department is concerned, steps of differ-
ent kinds have been taken on this, that is, training of parsonnel
in different trades and subjects. In the small scale sectdrs
as many as 130 persons have been trained and in other
sector as many as 202 persons have been trained out of
which a large number of them have been employed. Another
point has been made by my friend Shri Das that so far
as the training is concerned, the stipend that is paid to
the trainees is meagre ; for his information I can say that
we have a proposal for enhancing it since alongwith the
increase in the cost of living, there is a need for increasing
the amount of stipends to the trainees who are undergoing
* training in different industries. Sir also the problem of the
deficinecies of capital has been raised. It is true that
investment from the private capital in the past were negli=
gible and therefore in the State sector 'we had to go in a
big way for the purpose of establishing industries, and for that
purpose the Assam  Industrial ' Development Corporation had
been set up. Assam Industrial Development Corporation is
setting up Assam petro-chemicals at Namrup. Tt is likely‘
to come into production by the end of May. The Cachar
Sugar Mill at Chargola is expected to come into production
by November, 1976. The Fertichem producing granulated
fertilizer has already come into production. Rice bran oil
miil at. Rowta that is also expected to come into production-
by the end of April. Sir,in addition to that, in the small
scale sector, for industries set-up- by thé entrepreneures,
steps “have also been taken to help them partially with
finance so that the dearth of capital does not Vstand‘ on
the ‘way of the industrial devclopnlelit of the State. Sir

there is a provision for_offering seed nioney so that they'
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can with the seced money approach the bank for finance.
Uptill now 54 units have been given Rs. 5 Lakhs in order
to avail 31 Lakhs from the banks for their finance. Sir,
in addition to that in order to encourage industries to
come up in the State, considering Assam as a backward
State, Government of India has also offered capital subsidy,
and an industry with a capital investment of Rs. 1 crore would
be eligible to get to the extent of 159 or Rs. 15 lakhs
as capital subsidy; Sir,in thls way last year and this year

to 17 units Rs. 81 lakhs and odd has been given as capital
subsidy. In addition to that, in order to facilitate the work-

ing and coming up of the industries we are providing machi-
nery on hire purchase system, and since 1972-73 till today
as many as 121 units have been provided with hire purchase
machinery amounting to about Rs. 31 lakhs, and out of
these 121 units 90 units are going into production and they
are employing about 600 persons. Sir, in addition to that
there is also a provision for share participation in different
units that may be coming up. Sir, the honourable member
from Bilasipara and other honourable members have raised
a basic issus regarding the approach that is to be taken
in respect of the industries of the State. It has been alleged
that Government is not taking a firm decision whether priority
is to be given to public sector or private sector or cooper-
ative sector or joint sector. Sir, you are aware that private
capital has been shy to come here in the past and the
position has not vitally changed even today. Lately we
have noticed an inclination on the part of the private capital
to come for investing in new industries to be set up in our
State ; this is an welcome sign. Sir, our basic approach is

like this. So far as industries based on agricultural products
are concerned, to the extent it is possible it should be in the
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public sector or under the managemsnt of the State. Why

we have been taking this line is- (1) that this is directly re-
lated to the economy of our poor peasants and therefore,
under no circumstance we can allow any private party or

we can afford a situation to go on by which a private entre-
preneur may have a handie to exploit our poor cultivators.
Therefore, so far as the agrobased industries are concerned,
we would like as far as possible, to be under ths State sector ;
but so far as the other industries are concerned, based on
mineral resources or forest based industries I think if indus-
tries come up and at the same time they guarantee to employ
our indigenous people in that case we have got no hesita-
tion in allowing them to set up industries here. The Assam
Industrial Development Corporation has been getting licences
for several industries particularly based on coal or gas etc.
or based on the by products from the Bongaigaon refinery.
Sir, if any private party is interested in coming we would not
be hesitant to allow such parties even though the licence
has been obiained by the Assam Industrial Development -7
Corporation. .The basic reason for this is that today we
have got difficulties in respect of having appropriately qua-
lified persons to man sophisticated industries like carbon
black, high density polythene pipe from gas and the like.
Therefore we would like to have private entrepreneurs who
have got the know how and ability and if they set up indus-
tries they will naturally be welcome. We will not hesitate
to accomodate them within our State. That being the basic
approach I feel that private enterprise who were so long
shy to come, will be interested to come to our State more

and more. Sir, one thing is said regarding consumer based
industries. It is true that we should go in a big way for con-
sumer based industries <o that whatever items are required
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for consumption in our State and the north eastern region,
can be produced here. This is the suggestion honourable
members have put of ; but at the same time they stand the
danger of facing competiton from outside manufacturers which
our small scale industries are facing today and even in the
past they were facing it. ~ Of course nothing can be predicted
about the future. At the same time the question of market-
ing is surely to be  considered very seriously because without
marketing -even if you set up industry it will simply suffer
loss: = Therefore, we would like that whatever consumer goods
are required in this north eastern region are produced here.
Even by importing raw materials or taking raw materials
from outside also it may be possible for an industry to
thrive basing on the local market. But I do not know how
it will be possible for us or the State Government {0
prevent altogether the incoming of goods from manufa-
cturers who are located outside the State. This is a very
big and serious problem no doubt. I do not know whether
we can find out any other way by which we can puta
-restriction for incoming goods just in order to protect the
industries tha: may come up in the consumer item sector
in the State. Sir, honourable member Shri Bora from Golaghat
has raised the issue as to why the Government is not taking
the policy of decentralisation of industries, particularly he
was mentioning about this sugar industry and he feels we
can have more sugar industries. We have no difference with
him to encourage sugar industries in small scale sector also.
Assam Hills Small Development Corporation, has set up a
Khansari in Mikir Hills and if more come up we shall not
hesitate to extend possible help. He has suggested for setting
up of a Khansari Mill in his area which is within the oper-

»
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ation area of Dergaon co-operative sugar Mill at Baruabamun-
gaon. Its daily crushing capacity is about where there is al-
ready a large scale 1000 tons per day. Sir, to my information
the mill is handicapped to utilise its full crushing capacity
due to shorfage of raw materials. Sir, if this mill is struggling
for raw materials and if we encourage more mills to start
there, both will have to suffer. This is a crucial issue before
us. Therefore, we shall have to plan in such a way that sett-
ing up of an industry does not kill another, We agree to his
approach that agro-based industries should be decent:alised.
But none-the-less it is to the interest of th

that all connected issues are adequately consinered. Sir, ano-
ther Honourable Member from Dergaon has raised few points.

e existing industry

He was referring to one particular entrepreneur from Dergaon
who had been refused a loan from Bank. Of course, there
is no Unit of Bank near Dergaon and probably he could not
get the loan. But it has been referred to the Assam Financial
Corporation and probably they will look into it. We will

also see that something is done in this regard. He has also

referred about the artisans in Sarthebari, who are stated to be

suffering from raw materials and from other facilities. I am
glad to inform the Honourable member that so far Sarthebar;
artisans are concerned, we have set up a common Sservice
centre and that will be operating very soon and I hope thi
arrangement will he!p the artisan there effectively.

Sir, Honourable Member Shri Roy Pradhani haslmen-
tioned about apathetic attitude of our people towards industri-
alisation. Sir, I do not know whether I can fully agree with
him. It is true that while there is an urge for industrialisa-
tion, at the same time the ways in which they are to approach

the whole issue are not very clear. In this case they have
not been able to push ahead with as much speed as it ought
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to have been done. But, none-the-less, Government will offer
help to the ‘entrepreneurs in this respect as it may be possible
for the Government. Sir, Honourable Member Mr. Roy has
made an allegation that even a good industry like tea, when-
ever it is taken up by the Government becomes bad or a
losing concern. Sir, I would like to apprise the member
about the working of the Assam Tea Corporation I will deal
with only a few salient points. Sir, the Assam (ea Corpora-
tion has been managing 17 gardens of which 8 are owned by
them and 3 they are yetto be owed and 6 sick gardens they
are managing the total tea area of the Corporation owned
gardens is 3168 hectres, and area of sick gardens 18365
hectres. The Honourable Member may be aware that sick
sardens, management of which were taken over by the cor-
boration were closed and were in a very bad shape before
he Tea Corporation took over. These sick gardehs taken

or managment by the Tea Corporation are Letekujan,
Miissamara, Negheriting, Rongamati, Bidyanagar and Manda-
<ata. So far as the working result of the last year is con-
:erned, all these 6 gardens have shown profits. Letékujan Tea
sardzsn showed a profit of Rs. 39,000, Missamara Rs. 1,25,000,
Negheriting Rs. 192,000 Rongamati Rs. 39682 and Bidyanagar
ibout Rs, 39439, Mandakata Rs. 2837, and in overall the
Fea Corporaticn earned a profit of Rs. 73 lakhs before de-
luction of income tax, agriculture tax etc. in 1974 from the
ea gardens they managed, and during the current year in-
luding the new gardens purchased the Corporation’s profit

vill be about Rs. 74 lakhs. This, I may say, is a good perform-
ince of the Assam Tea Corporation. Therefore, 1 cannot agree
vith the contention of the Honourable Member. that when-
ver the Government takes over anything it goes sick and
nanagement becomes bad and goes worst. Iam afraid that
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cannot be accepted. I have already indicated by figures of
profit and the position of the sick gardens which have in
the meantime much improved. Sir, there are other units
that are managed by the Assam Industrial Development

Corporation which were closed. We hope by the passage
of time we shall be able to re-establish them fully, Sir,
Honourable Member from Bilasipara has suggested for
machine building indnstry and in this I have no hesitation in
agreeing with him. As is known to the Honourable member

so far as machine building industry is concerned, it is a
heavy capital intensive industry.

Never-the-less we arein toueh with the Hindusthan
Machine Tools Ltd. to come and set up industries in our
State also. Honourable Member from Dhing who has also
participated in the discussion has spoken about the rigidity
of the banks in helping local entrepreneurs. Sir, T do not
hold a different view, but one thing is to be appreciated that
till the other day before the Banks were nationalised these
were managed by private concerns on commercial line. After
nationalisation their role has changed. Though the Banks
have been nationalised, the personnel who were managing
the Banks before nationalisation have uot changed and they
have not been able to overcome the legacy of their commer-
cial aititude which they had in the past. Honourable Member,
Shri Khound, has also raised certain important issues, Sir,
I quite agree with him that only by going for rural indus-
tries the economy of the State can be changed. He has also
very seriously referred to the fact that in the name of indus-
trialisation some people want to exploit the .people with a
chauvanistic attitude, and that such attitudes are to be com-
pletely discarded. Sir, this attitude should not be encouraged
at all. If such attitude prevails capital investment from out-
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tside the State would be shy to come, at the same time tech-
pnical personnel and technical know-how which we are think-
fing of obtaining from outside will be shy to come. Sir, I have
ralready enunciated the approach we are taking in respect of
cindustrialisation of our Sjate. Itis to be a mixed one. We
lcannot say that it will be wholly in the public sector or wholly
ain the private sector. So far as industries which consume
yraw materials produced by our poor peasants, we would natur-
t ally like to take them up in the public sector. So far as other
t industries are concerned, we have no hesitation in leaving
ithem to the private sector. I do not say that the private
2 sector will be completely eliminated in agro-based industries.
IThat is not our-idea, but as far as possible we would like to
>retain it in the public sector. This has become necessary be-
cause on the one hand we want the pace of industrialisation
o be quicker, and on the other hand we are suffering a great
(deal from dearth of finance. Though we have several indus-
‘tries in the public sector for which Letter of Intent and lic-
“ences have been received, because of the dearth of finance it
‘has not been possible for us to go ahead. The approach we
ihave taken is that where ever we have invested substantial
‘amounts, they must go into production as soon as possible so
‘that the money invested could be fruitfully utilised and bring
results quickly. As regards the industries for which we have
rPcewed Letter of Intent and licences and for which we have

‘already applied to financial institutions for finance we will
naturally have to wait because if we  scatter wlmteye_l finance

]

is available in all the industries for which licences have been
received we will be simply scatiering money and will not
achieve any positive result as we cannot bring them to the

production. Therefore, in' view of the financial position, we
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have to adjust the finance according to the urgent need of
some on-going industries.

Sir, it will not be possitle for me to cover all the points
that have been raised by the Honourable Members, but I
would like to reply to a few. Sir, in respect of development
of industries, our emphasis is mainly in the small scale sector.
Why we should go for small scale industries in a big way
and why it is necsssary, such things have been emmumerated
by Honourable Members. The advantages of small scale in-
dustries are-it is labour intensive, relatively simple techniques
and relatively small investment. Sir, we have been exactly
following this in our approach. Sir, I have already stated that
in an industry a basic issue is the salebility of the produets ; if
the products cannot be sold the industry cannot survive.
Therefore, we have lately adpoted a policy of establising an-
cilliary industries to big industries so that a ready market can
bz assurcd. For that purpose we have constitued Ancilliary
Committees of bigger units, viz. with Fertiliser Corporation
at Namrup, O.N.G.C. etc. These Committees will find out
what ancilliary industries could be located near about ; and
young entrepreneurs would be induced to set up industries
near about so that they can have a ready market. Similarly
in consultation with the Railways, since railways require huge
quantities of spares, we are trying to set up ancilliary indus-
tries. That is the approach we have taken in respect of estab-
lishing ancilliary industries tagged with the mother units,
Sir, we hope that with this approach of ours, we shall be able
to do some justice in respect of encouraging the new industries

in our State both medium and large scale. Sir, I have already

stated in course of my reply that main hurdle in respect of
setting up of both medium and large scale industries in the

State on important reason is the transport bottleneck. It is

difficult. to bring the raw-materials at economic cost from out-
side because of the transport bottleneck. For the same reason
it is also difficult for cur finisaed grods to compete the market
outside the state. Therefore, our produces shou!d be based
on locally available raw-materials. If we cannot compete the
market bzecause of a'! these difficulties, then it will be of no
use fo st up such industries. So we are now encouraging
rmors 1o set up industries mainly based on the raw-materials
available in the State. Probably, the Honourable Members
know that so far as the Plywood Industry is concerned, our
State occupies an unique pusition compared to the other parts
of the country. Sir, our Plywood Industry is based on the raw-
materials available in our State. Therefore, our finished
products can very well compste the markets outside the
State. We all know the fact that our State produces about
65% of India’s total plywood production and it not only
caters to the need of the different parts of our country—
but it also caters ths need in\ the foreign market. It
is being exported to Middle East, America, Eastern Euro-
pean countrics and Canada also. If we can produce goods
based on our locally available raw-materials, then we shall
be able to compete the markets outside the State Very
easily. We can aiso compete the foreign markets very
well. Now, we are examining the feasibility to set up elec-
tronic industries through small scale entrepreneurs. For
that we arein close contact with the Electronic Commissi-
oner of India. We have decided to include the top man
of this unit to our Committee for advice. He is agreeable
to our proposal.” Now, Sir, with the expert advice we shall
decide as to what kind of products wz should go for manu-
facturing in respect of Electronic components. Sir, I hope
it will also give some employment opportunity to our young

-
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peoplein future. Over and above this, we have encouraged

entrepreneurs to set up industries based on urea formaldilyde
moulding powder that will produced bv Namrup Petro Chemi-
cal Complex. lteams like electrical switches and other electrical
Daccessories, sauceis and utensils may bz some such products
they may be produced by such industries. Managing Director
of A.STI.D.C. has been sent to visit industries of this nature
and has been selecting entrepreneurs for arranging training
for them. 10 entreprencurs Lave been selected for this pur-
pose and we have also decided to give them training. We
hope we shall be able to help them with necessary machi-
neriss provided they are serious in setting up such indus-
trics in the State. Sir, Honourable Members have also menti-
oned very seriously about the industrialisation of the State.
it is not only a question of capital or technical-knowhow.
But it is something more. Itis not only’ one man’s task
or the task of the department alons, The problem of peoples
attitude and leadership is equally important. Sir, the leaders
in the field have to play an important role in the industria-
lisation of our State. Unfortunately we do not have adequately
enough selected lands to make readily available lands to will-
ing entrepreneur for setting up of industries. To partially
meet this situation we are endeavouring to acquire lands in
almost all the important places of the State so that when
any industrialist approaches for setting up of any industry,
we are able to provide them the lands and other necessary
infra-structure. We have decided this just to attract the ip-
dustrialists to set up industries in our State. In this way,
Sir, we are trying to industrialise our State. Now, it is
not possible for me to reply to all the points raised in the
House in connection with these grants. Therefore, Sir, with
these words T will request the Honourable Members to with-
draw the Cut Motions.
