What long-term flood and erosion management plans are being considered by the Water Resources
Department or District Administration?
What types of relief or compensation schemes are available for affected families, and how can
villagers access them?

Hon’ble Minister of Water Resources Department, Sri Pijush Hazarika will reply:

-ANSWER-

The Brahmaputra has entered the road between Dalkhua and Sagun Para mainly due to the severe bank
erosion caused by the hitting of an oblique channel of the river at the Dolkhowa reach. Continuous
shifting of the channel has brought the river very close to the PWD road, which also functions as a
bund. During the flood in June 2025, high water pressure and inadequate freeboard led to overtopping
and breaching of about 300 m of the road, creating a new 150 m wide perpendicular channel.

The Water Resources Department has taken up hecessary temporary measures including launching of
porcupines for erosion prevention during flood time Further, proposals with anti-erosion measures for
long-term benefit are under consideration by the Water Resources Department. The Water Resources
Department also remains in constant communication with the local authorities to monitor the affected
reach. '

The Water Re;sources Department has undertaken temporary protection measures by launching
porcupines during flood time. As a permanent measure, the Department has submitted a proposal with
anti-erosion measures for a reach length of 1900 m (Naramari Dalkhua to Bhakat Chapori) using geo-
bags under the ADB project, namely "Climate Resilient Brahmaputra Integrated Flood and Riverbank
Erosion Risk Management Project in Assam -Jorhat, Golaghat, Lakhimpur and Biswanath sub-Project
(ZONE-F)", comprising of Rs. 374.89 Cr for Golaghat, which is under tendering stage.

The Water Resources Department is considering several long-term measures to address the recurring
flood and erosion in the area. A scheme namely "Climate Resilient Brahmaputra Integrated Flood and
Riverbank Erosion Risk Management Project in Assam Jorhat, Golaghat, Lakhimpur and Biswanath
sub-Project (ZONE-F)", comprising of Rs. 374.89 Cr. for Golaghat, has been prepared incorporating
anti-erosion measures along a reach length of 1,900.00m under Golaghat W.R. Division. These
measures include permanent bank protection works such as geo-bag revetment and apron along the
vulnerable reaches of the Brahmaputra, as proposed under the externally funded ADB project.

The scheme is currently under tendering stage for an amount of Rs. 87.16 Cr. The Ph-II Loan signing
with ADB is under process and accordingly, work will be taken up after completion of the aforesaid
process.

The matter related to relief or compensation schemes do not lie within the purview of Water Resources
Department.

(a) Is the Government aware that the Hon'ble Minister, which reply to the Unstarred Question No. 241
dated 5/3/2025 of the last Budget Session, stated that a preliminary survey has been conducted by the

Executive Engineer of the Nagaon Water Resources Department to assess the feasibility of converting
the Jamuna CCFE into a road-cum-bund, subject to completion of required formalities and availability
of funds?

(b) Has the Government realized through the initial survey that implementing this issue is crucial for the
multifaceted development of a large rural agricultural region?

(c) Mso, Please give detail its latest update.

(d) If not, give the reasons in detail.

Hon’ble Minister of Water Resources Department, Sri Pijush Hazarika will reply:

-ANSWER-

{a) The Water Resources Department had earlier conducted a preliminary survey of the Jamuna Canal

cum Flood Embankment (CCFE) and proposed a joint field inspection with the Irrigation Department.

Subsequently, 2 joint field inspection was conducted by the Water Resources Department along with

the Irrigation Department to assess the feasibility of converting the Jamuna CCFE into a road cum

bund structure. There is a total of 28.90 km length of CCFF along the left bank of river Jamuna. At

present the whole length of CCFE is supervised and maintained by the Irrigation department. The
Jetailed joint field report is enclosed herewith as Annexure-1.

(b) Yes, the Wwater Resources Department has realised =the importance of converting the Jamuna CCFE
into a road-cum-bund for the multi-faceted development of a large rural agricultural region. '

(c) The Executive.Engineffr Hpjai Water Resources Division jointly conducted a field inspection with the
Executive Engineer Irrigation Division Hojai and observed that the existing CCFE has a total length of
28.90 km, which protects a vast area of agricultural land from flood inundation benefitting thousands

of farmers, thereby improving the socio-economic development of the region.

pWD and PNRD have constructed pucca roads/paver blocks over about 7.20 km of the bundh. Some
vulnerable erosion sites are also observed, for which the Irrigation Department has been maintaining
the CCFE and has submitted proposals for protection.

The CCFE runs very close to the left bank of river Jamuna with no offset at several reaches, making
them erosion-prone and lined with houses and commercial establishments. Despite major floods in
2009, 2017 and 2025, the bundh has maintained adequate freeboard and protected 29 villages, 6.422
households and about 1,900 ha of cultivable land.

Construction of a new embankment will face challenges due to required land acquisition and
eviction. The CCFE bundh is currently maintained by the Hojai-Lumding-Binnakandi Irrigation
Division.

(d) The Water Resources Department acknowledges the vital role of the existing Canal-cum-Flood
Embankment (CCFE), presently maintained by the Irrigation Department, in protecting large tracts of
agricultural land from flood and erosion, thereby supporting thousands of farmers and contributing to

the socio-ecopomic development of the region. Converting the Jamuna CCFE into a road-cum-bund
could further improve connectivity and promote regional growth.

At the same time, it may be noted that constructing a new embankment over the existing CCFE

would involve challenges such as land acquisition and eviction of structures, owing to the limited
offset available from the river.

In view of this, the proposal for converting the Jamuna CCFE into a road-cum-bund may be jointly
examined by the Iirigation Department and PWD to assess feasibility and explore an appropriate
course of action. The Water Resources Department shall be pleased to provide necessary technical
guidance whenever required.

In respect of issuance of new Fair Price Shop license, Government is currently following a norm
under which new Fair Price Shop License is issued only against vacancy arising out of
surrender/death/cancellation of Fair Price shop dealers existing in data base. Each district is
having specific number of Fair Price Shops in view of implementation of Fair Price Shop
Automation project. As such, creation of new Fair Price Shops beyond the existing numbers is

restricted.

In case of any problem faced because of increase in number of Ration Card holders,
rationalization of Ration Cards with the nearest Fair Price Shops may be initiated in the interest
of the beneficiaries.

Yes, Department of Sports and Youth Welfare, Government of Assam has taken up various
initiatives for identifying sporting talent among children and youth at an carly age.

Onc of the major initiatives has becen Khel Maharan, a pathbreaking, first-of-its-kind,
grassroots sports initiativeby the Department of Sports and Youth Welfare, Government of
Assam. Launched in 2023 -24, Khel Maharan was conducted in four competitive tiers-
GAON PANCHAYAT/ULB/WARD (MC) AND VCDC/MAC/MAC LEVEL OF BTR,
KAAC & DHAC, Legislative Assembly Constituency, District and State Levels. Over
2,800 Gaon Panchayats and Local Bodics participated across both editions.

Khel Maharan 1.0 (2023-24) was held across five disciplines—Athletics, Football,
Volleyball, Kabaddi, and Kho-Kho—under two age categories: Under-19 and Above-19.

Khel Maharan 2.0 (2024-25) saw the addition of threc ncw sports disciplines—Swimming,
Chess, and Road Cycling and new age cohorts: U-14, U-16, U-17, U-20, and A-17 to
promote greater inclusivity and systematic participation.

The Department of Sports and Youth Welfare under its aegis has been operating 65 Khelo
India Centres in 34 districts of the state where rcgular training in various disciplines is
imparted to young athletes by Past Champion Athletes. The disciplines arc Archery, Boxing,
Football, Kabaddi, Cycling, Hockey, Rugby, Athletics, Weightlifting, Fencing, Badminton,
Kho-Kho, Kabaddi, Kayaking And Canoeing, Judo and Sepak Takraw.

The Department has operationalised three Centres of Excellence dedicated to Boxing,
Weightlifting, and Shcoting, where residential trainces reccive high-quality training
completely frec of cost. In addition to coaching, the Department bears all expenses related to
the athletes’ education, medical needs, sports kits, and other cssential requirements. The
Government also fully funds their participation in various national-level championships.
Furthermore, the Departrnent of Sports and Youth Wellare, Government of Assam, is running
the State Football Academy for both boys and girls. Residential trainces at the Academy arc
provided with accommodation, nutritious meals, training facilities, and support to continue
their formal education. All associated expenses for these trainces are cntircly borne by the
Dcpartment.

(b) Numerous individuals residing in border areas face challenges in agricultural cultivation across
various villages, due to absence of dams along the river inadequate drinking water and elephant
incursions. Is it possible for the Govt. to implement measures to address these concerns ? Please
provide details.

ANSWERS

Shri Atul Bora, Hon’ble Minister, Border Protection and Development Department, Assam will reply:

a) The Government of India discontinued the BADP fund from 2021-22. No new works have been
approved during the years 2021-22 to 2025-26.

b) At present, the Government of India has discontinued the BADP fund. If the Government of
india allocates funds in the future, the matter will be taken up by Border Protection and
Development Department as per the new VVP-l guidelines.

Under Public Health & Engineering Department, all areas including the border areas are
proposed to cover through Piped Water Supply Schemes under Jal Jeevan Mission. If there are any
remaining areas yet to be covered for drinking water, it will be considered under future provision of
JJM when approved.

Regarding the possibility for implementing measures to address the concerns of people residing
in Indo-Bhutan border areas in the matter of challenges in agricultural cultivation due to absence of
dams etc., it may be stated that, apart from numerous dongs/barriers constructed by Local Dong
Committees using locally available materials like bamboo, logs and boulder etc., there already are a
few spill-weirs and barrages constructed by Irrigation Department in rivers emerging from Bhutan
foothills. A few such irrigation schemes are Chaulkara FIS, Khaireni FIS, Pagladiya FIS, Dakhinkuchi -
Maithabari FIS, Diring FIS, Goibari Oranga FIS, Hatiduba FIS etc.But due to the Steep gradients and
high flow velocities in the rivers carrying heavy sediment, boulders and debris, frequent damages
occur to the structures rendering the facilities ineffective.

Thus, considering the numerous rivers in the area, though there is ample scope for developing
irrigation construction of weirs, barrages etc., sustainability through of the structures will be a big
challenge. However, cartying out a detailed study to find out suitable solutions to the problem is
under consideration. A comprehensive study, already entrusted to NEDFI is expected to throw some

light on this aspect also. After receipt of the report, appropriate proposals will be framed, if feasible
solutions are suggested.

In addition, several new anti-erosion and flood-protection schemes have been prepared for the
remaining reaches of the Pagladia and Mora Pagladia rivers the details of which are provided
in Annexure-I1. These will be taken up for implementation subject to availability of funds.
Meanwhile, temporary protective measures including the launching of PSC porcupines and

other palliative works, have been carried out using flood-fighting materials to safeguard the
embankment in erosion-prone areas
