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Shri Rajdip Guwala, MLA (Lakhipur) : First of all I would like to
thank Hon'ble Speaker Sir for giving me the opportunity to  speak on
this budget. Budget is just a estimation of the Government receipt
and expenditrure in the following financial year. The targeted
expenditrue that the Government  intends to make in the coming year
i.e. 2019-20. is dependent on the receipt of the  Government and if
there is a  short fall on the receipt of the govt. then either the Govern-
ment has to borrow or expenditure target that the Government set it
gets hit. There is a doubt in every one's mind because so many an-
nouncement have been  made.There is a doubt in every ones mind
that how this announcement is going to take set whether there is
adequate fund to get implemented.In this budget we have seen that
under the receipts , under the head of the state's own non- tax rev-
enue, in the revised estimate of 2018-19, it was revised at Rs.13,060
cr .But in 2019-20 budget we have  seen that budgeted 8532 cr which
is 35% less then what has been revised in 2018-19. Sir in the head
of State's share in Central taxes ,we are estimating we will get
34,374cr from the Union Government.Our share of taxes from the
Central Government. But Union Budget has estimated 27,964 cr.In
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the Union Budget they have estimated 27,964 cr. Our state share will
be under the Central Taxes. But our state is estimating 34,000. So
there is  gap of almost 7 to 8 thousand cr here. The main gap under
this head is under the Custom Duty and Union Excise. Under the
Custom Duty we are expecting Rs 44,083 Cr. But the Union Govern-
ment has budgeted Rs 17 hundred and 57 thousand cr and we are
also budgeting Rs 3,446 cr under this head. But the Union Govern-
ment has budgeted only  Rs1 thousand and 79 cr. There is a big gap
between what the Central government is estimating for our State and
what we are estimating. Probably we are over estimating our share
of money that we are getting from the Central Government. There is
another head called Grant-in-aid from the Center. So, Grant-in-aid
from the Center in the revised figure 2018-19, the figure was Rs
27,397 cr. that we are supposed to get. But in this year 2019-20 we
can see that only Rs 18,180 cr.has been budgeted under this head.
Although we have budgeted Rs 22380 cr.  in the  last budget  But till
November 2018 as per AG's Report we have received only Rs  6,483
cr. out of the Rs 22,380 cr. that we have Budgeted last year. But we
have revised that to Rs 32,000 cr. approx. But I don't know how we
are going to fill this whole gap because we have only received 25%
of what we have expecting from the revised budget. One more thing
is that there are major schemes where we have seen that there is a
decline in the revised and the budgeted estimate of 2019-20. Under
the National Health  Mission the revised figure for 2018-19 was Rs
3,477 cr. But in the budget of 2019-20 we can see that Rs 1840 cr.
has been budgeted which is 47% decline. Under MGNREGA the
revised figure for 2018-19 was Rs 1,356 cr. But we have budgeted
Rs 440 cr. So, that is a 300% decline then the revised figure that we
have in  2018-19. Under the ICDS project we have revised Rs 1984
cr. in 2018-19 . But our budget for 2019-20 is Rs 1022 cr. It is also
almost 40-45% less than what we have revised in the last budget. In
the NSAP scheme we had  budgeted in 2018-19 Rs 233cr. But in the
revised estimate, in 2018-19 it was Rs 693 cr. But it has come down
drastically because we have budgeted only Rs 170cr. under this head.
In PMGSY scheme we are again in declined. The revised estimate
for 2018-19 was Rs 2800 cr. But the budgeted estimate for 2019-20
was Rs 1717 cr. This shows  that we have gone down in many of the
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major schemes and our receipt are also  been over estimated in this
particular budget. In last the year we have already seen what is eco-
nomic growth of our state. Last year our estimate for economic growth
was 19.5%. But this year we are estimating 12.5%  growth in this
budget. So, I will say this is a big decline which is very significant.
One more thing is that I have  asked a question regarding the debt
that our State has.So,our debt till  2015-16 was Rs 35,690 cr. from
various sources. But it has gone up to 2017-18 .The pre-actual fig-
ures are Rs 45861 cr. So So our debt in the last two years have gone
up almost 30%. So these figure are the figures that we got from the
Government only. Many annoucement have been made, many indi-
vidual benefit schemes are declared specially for the tea-garden ar-
eas. But we can see that the Tea-Tribe Welfare Department  was
allotted  Rs 54.5 cr. in 2016-17, till now we are not able to spend
that much amount only. Although our allocation has gone up double
from Rs 81cr to 173cr. But we have not been able to spent what was
allocated in 2016-17 only. I would not like to blame the Finance
Ministry for that because the concern departments are responsible
for implementing this schemes. But I would like to hold the Govern-
ment account for not implementing many schemes which was an-
nounced in last year. Our country is rural country. More than 70% of
our country is rural area. So, I would like to give some figure on the
schemes that have been implemented by P&RD Deptt. In my district
I can see that in 2016-17 under PMAY 13,165 houses were sanc-
tioned. But till date 3,607 houses were are completed which is not
even 25% of what was sanctioned. In 2017-18, 866 houses have
been sanctioned but only 10 houses have been completed till date.
MGNREGA is one of the major schemes under the P&RD Deptt.
1383 schemes were taken up in 2016-17. But only 536 schemes
have been completed. Not even 50% have been completed in  the
last 3 years. In 2017-18 4,788 schemes were sanctioned  but till
date 195 schemes have been completed. In the year 2018-19,  4,169
schemes have been sanctioned but till now only 17 schemes have
been completed.So this is the pace of execution of schemes that we
are getting.Under the 14th Finance Commission Grantwhich is a major
Grant to the  Gaon Panchayat. In 2016-17  in Cachar district the
Gaon Panchayats received Rs. 24 Crores. Out of that, till date, only
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Rs. 93 lakhs has been spent. So, this is the execution of the P&RD
Department. In 2017-18, Rs. 66 crores has been sanctioned but, no
execution has been done till date . In 2018-19, Rs. 64 crores has been
sanctioned but, till now no execution has been done on this part. Sir,
there were some major announcement in the first Budget. Especially,
The Chief Minister Samagra Gramya Unnayan Yojana, where we were
expecting Rs.30,000 crores will be spent in fiver year term. But, till
date, only Rs. 1700 crores has been sanctioned as per the Govern-
ment data and that is not even 5% of what we are estimating. Another
major problem is that our State as well as the whole country is facing
unemployment issue. Lot of young girls and boys are going out of the
State for working in other parts of the country. As per the Centre for
Monitoring of Indian Economy Report, we can see that, we have lost
12 million jobs in 2018. Sir, National Statistical Commission was
not able to submit the Report on time and the acting Chairman Mr.
Mohanan and JV Meenakshi, they had to resign in protest, because
there was a delay in releasing the new set of job statistics. It was
leaked in a magazine - “Business Standard” which stated that unem-
ployment rate in the year ending June, 2018 rose to 6.1% which is the
highest level in 45 years. This is the report of the whole country.
Although, it was not an official report, it has been leaked through
some magazine. But Sir, this is an alarming situation and obviously,
our State has also been impacted by this scheme. One more thing I
would like to state Sir, I have seen that Govt. has subsidized rice for
the tea garden people and there were many announcement that has
been made by the Hon’ble Finance Minister and I would like to thank
him for that . But, the subsidized rice scheme was first executed by
the UPA, by the National Food Security Act, a law came into force
where almost 84% poor people in the rural area would get subsi-
dized rice. 1 kilo of rice costs between Rs.20-30 and it was subsi-
dized at Rs.3 for the people. Now, our government is intending to
further subsidize it. So, it is carrying forward the earlier subsidy.
But, whether this scheme will keep continue ? This is another doubt
in the minds because it is brought under just a trial basis. But, I would
like to request our Hon’ble Finance Minister to continue the scheme
throughout this Government’s tenure. Saying these few words and
thanking you again for giving me this opportunity, I would like to
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conclude my speech here. Thank You.
