In my
constituency, there are only two projects, but in these two projects
only buildings of Awanwadi centre are remain in running condition,
others are in dilapidated condition. In 2016, when a deadly thunder
storm were blown then roof sheet of all the Anganwadi centres were
damaged. Now, there is no space for sitting of children. So, I would
like to know from the Hon’ble Minister, when it will be running
condition, otherwise, no Anganwadi centre will be open.  I had heard
it from last six months that money will give for the repairing of
these centres. But, even today, no repairing works have been started.
So, I would like to know to whom this money has been given, to
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whom called for repairing works.
Hon’ble Speaker: Mr. Jain, you give the question, otherwise, time
will be ended. Ok, you speak but don’t get answer.

Shri Amar Chand Jain: Hon’ble Speaker Sir, our life has started
from Anganwadi Centre, so if our beginning is not good then nothing
will be happened in future.
