Shri Rajdeep Gowala (Hon’ble MLA, Lakhipur) :- Hon’ble
Speaker Sir, I like to continue from where I endend yesterday. But
before I start my submission, I would like to mention that the Report
of the Economic Survey, which is a general trend, that when the Budget
is placed the Report of the Economic Survey is also placed. This is
the last day today is the of the Budget discussion and till now, the
Report of Economic Survey has not been placed. As mentioned by
our Hon’ble Leader of the Opposition and Economic Report of the
Economic Survey is very important as it gives a clear picture of the
economic health of our State, but that is not with us till now. So, many
facts and figures which are there in the Report of the Economic Survey
Report is not there in our dispensation. Sir, yesterday, I was talking
about the fiscal deficit targets, I was discussing about the fiscal deficit
targets in 2016-17. In 2017-18 the fiscal deficit targets  was budgeted
in 7,700 (seven thousand seven hundred) crores, which was 2.98%.
Minus 2.98 % of the GSDP at current prices. But when the Government
has revised the targets at 41,939 (forty one thousand nine hundred
thirty nine) crores, which is a huge figures and the percentage is minius
16.23%, which is far beyond the limit prescribed under the FRBM
norms. Sir, I don’t know  how the Government will sustain this kind
of deficit in the Budget. So, to sustain this , the Govt. will have to
ultimately spend less, Govt. spending will be, it will be impacted
and borrowings will be impacted as well. Hon’ble Speaker Sir, there
is apprehension among most of the Members here that how much
money are we getting from the Centre? I would like to, mention that in
2016-17, it was budgeted that the Grants in Aid from  Centre would
be 25, 7,61 (twenty five thousand seven hundred sixty one ) crores.
But, how much do we actually got? We got 12,5,98 (twelve thousand
five hundred ninty eight) crores. So  that is 51% less then our
expectation. This proves that how much are we expecting and how
much are we  getting? We are getting 50% less then how much is
budgeted. I would like to, mention that  in the previous Govt. in 2015-
16, the Grants in Aid from Centre was 12, 8, 25 (twelve thousand
eight hundred twenty five) crores, which is more then the actual Grants
in Aid from Centre in 2016-17. Sir, I would like to mention. I would
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like to mention, then in our capital receipts under the head of the
capital receipts. You are expecting that five hundred and sixty nine
crores will be getting from recovery of loans. But, how much did we
get, we got only 19 crores, which is 96% less than what we expected.
So, this is why most of the announcements being made in the budget
speeches in the previous two years did not get implemented. Hon’ble
Speaker Sir, I would like to mention, that one of our Members
mentioned yesterday that probably the opposition Members are not
going thoroughly on the budget speech that is why we are not able to
see that good expects of budget. I would like to in that context. I like
to say the opposition Members as having a very close watch that
how much is being announced and how much is being implemented
at the ground level. I would like to the place it in the House that there
are many announcements, I would like to thanks. I don’t share it from
thanking the Government for the good schemes that it has proposed I
would like to thanks for this. I would like to thanks of Hon’ble Finance
Minister for allocating money in this budget for upgradation of PHC
even in my constituency the BPHC upgradation for that around more
than 11 crores has been allocated. I would like to thanks for that and
I would like to thank for the signature schemes that has taken by the
Hon’ble Finance Minister. I would like to thank PWD Minister is
also here, he has given us signature scheme for infrastructure
improvement of “Bhuban”hills. I would like to request him I will
take this opportunity to request him seems he is  the PWD Minister. I
would like to request him that a motorable road has to be constructed
in “Bhuban” hills and if it take set up in the coming financial year. It
will be a very big works for the people of Barak Valley. Sir, I would
like to say that many announcements have been made for the Tea
Garden people of the State. But, I would like to say that the
implementing Agency for the Tea Garden Community is the Tea Tribes
Welfare Department. Sir, in 2016-17 54. 50 (fifty four crores  fifty
laces) was allocated in the budget for various schemes under the
Tea Tribe Welfare Department. How much, of it was utilized, only
10 crores that is not even 20% of what was allocated. Sir, in 2017-
18, 63.63 crores 50 lakhs was allocated in the budget for the Tea
Tribe Welfare Department. But, how much did spent till now 7 crores,
that is not even that is hardly 10% of the allocation in the budget and
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most of schemes are very good schemes were there. But these
schemes did not get the light of the day. Sir, there were schemes like
distribution of bicycle for the students need not get implement,
distribution of water filter did not get implement, grants of non-
educational, Non-Government educational institution did not get
implement grants to  patients suffering from cancer and other diseases
did not get implement.  Special Guest House, at Gauhati Medical
College did not get implement; rural water supply schemes did not
get implemented. Old Age pension to the Tea Tribe eligible
beneficiary those was not received these pension, did not get
implement. Sir, Financial Assistance of Rupees 25,000/- each for
construction of Dwelling house of homeless did not get implement
and there are many other schemes, whole list are here. Sir, in the
previous budget major announce ments, I would like to go back to
the major announcement made in the previous two budgets one of
them was Chief Minister’s “Samagra Gramya Unnayan Yojana” and
it was said that 30 thousand crores rupees will be spent in 5 years
terms. So, if you have to spend 30 thousand crores in five years
definitely, we will have to spend 6000/-crores per year, but according
to the detailes in 2016-17, 1500 crores was sanctioned and in 2017-
18 no fund was sanctioned under this schemes. So, we are going at a
rate of 5%. So if we go this trend it will take 20 years for us too
made this scheme, this dream come true.  Sir, another major scheme
announced in the previous budget  was “Atal Armit Abhiyan” which
was a very good scheme, 1.6 crores peoples have enrolled under
this scheme which is a huge numbers. I would like to thanks the
government enrolling so many people under this schemes. But, how
many people actually got the benefited out of it. So, according to the
budget statement 9000/- people have got benefited out of it, which is
not even 0.1% of the peoples that have enrolled under this scheme.
So  I would like to request,  our Hon’ble Finance Minister. So that,
more people can get benefited out of this scheme, if the number of
Hospitals  come under the ambit of this scheme and  only 6 diseases
have been listed in this scheme. So more diseases are listed under
this scheme, more people will be benefited out of it.  Under this
scheme I have one more apprehension in my mind in the last Union
Budget, Hon’ble Finance Minister Shri Arun Jaitley has announced
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a National Health Scheme, which will give us health cover of 5
lakhs 210 crores, almost 50 crores people what will be its implication
on the already existing schemes that is going in our State, that is
“Atal Amrit Abhiyan” and I don’t know, whether it will be clubbed
for new enrolment should be done things are not very clear at this
stage but I am hopeful that scheme also takes in a good manner. Sir, I
come from Barak Valley, and I will not do justice to myself, and I
don’t speak some issues regarding Barak Valley,  Mini Secretariat at
Barak Valley in the last two budgets Mini Secretariat proposal.
