Dr. Mansing Rongpi, Hon'ble Member :- Hon'ble Chairman Sir, I
thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Sustainable
Development Goals. There are 17 points here for the Sustainable
Development Goals following, actually the revision of the millenious
Development Goals which only have touched upon the points its
subject and we have not been able to achieve the millenious Devel-
opment Goals. So, this Sustainable Development Goals of here and
the 17 points that we deal upon the points. I have to thank the Hon'ble
Chairman Sir, that to achieve these Development Goals the Legisla-
tive Assembly has been given this opportunity to interact with the
resource persons to expose.
Chairman Sir, that to achieve these Development Goals, the Legislative
Assembly has been given this opportunity to interact with this resource
persons experts in the field of all these subjects and all the Hon’ble
members of this August House, got the opportunity to direct, post and
open the mind’s eye to what we all are stakeholders and while speaking
on opening the mind’s eye, an eye opener, that there is a saying that
goes that, the eyes do not see and what the mind does not know and to
achieve all these Sustainable development goals, one has to be
educated, one has to be sensitive to what we aimed to and for this of
all the 17 subjects that we take up for this Sustainable Development
Goals, I think the most important is on education which comes in
point no. 4. I think occurring in point no. 4, that gives priority for
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education, no less that ending poverty, ending hunger, ensure healthy
lives, well being for all at all ages. No. 4, education, most of us are
under the impression that under that education amongst to regarding
the 3 Rs- reading, writing and arithmetic. That means, able to read,
able to write and able to count. But education is much more than that.

Education is actually a social engineering project in which we
would like to mould the society into the desired direction and for this
education in developed countries, began not as a govt. initiative, but
for the people itself. It became the people’s movement. Education
was restricted to certain centers of learning like monasteries, abbeys
where religious people were privileged to partake of education.

But slowly the field was widened with the coming of
reformation in the Church in West Europe. Lastly due to Saint Ignatius
of Loyola which began the society for Jesus, and lot of educational
institutions came up and in India we began as Gurukul, where children
went to live with the teachers, and along with that came the Madrassas
and I am glad that Madrassa education has been taken up in Earnests
of the here and the bill is introduced and when Europeans came we
have different forms of education and until this education system,
what we call the Macaulayism System named after the Secretary of
State for India, Thomas Babington Macaulay.

Education, though primitive, hostel provided by Madrassas even
one of us which is formed as Raja Ram Mohan Rai studied in the
Madrassa and with the coming of Macaulayism System of Education,
schools were being established by the Government. In Assam, the
first school that came up and the third school in the country to be run
by the Government was secondary school which we now know as
Cotton Collegiate Higher Secondary School in 1834 i.e. shortly after
the British set foot in Assam and with this Venture system of education
also came up post independence and with the hope that educational
institution will be set up by the people in their locality for providing
education where schools are not available but with the coming of
Right to Education Act of 2009, Venture school system has been
stopped. But private education institutions are still being allowed to
flourish and they are doing well for themselves.
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School education, unfortunately has not been graded like higher
center for learning. For example, Universities and Colleges are graded
according to UGC levels or according to National Assessment and
Accreditation Center what we call NAAC. Unfortunately, for school
education we don’t have grading system where people can chose,
can make infirm choices. Private schools of course, nationally what
we call Indian Public School Conference (IPSC) and Membership of
this IPSC they are the top grade. Internationally schools are graded
after they achieve what is call the right Square.

It is easy to grade schools at the secondary level as our Hon’ble
Member, Shri Kamalakhya Dey Purukayastha has said that some
private schools achieve 100% pass results for HSLC/Higher
Secondary. These schools are much sort after. Unfortunately, the Govt.
Schools may aim to achieve such level of excellence but they were in
the buy gone days, still in 1970’s. Most people whether they be poor,
rich or from middle income groups used to send their children to the
vernacular schools be in the Bengali medium, Assamese medium,
Hindi Medium. But after the 1970’s the trend was the most people
who can afford to send their children to private school. Why? The
100% results. People always think about the future of their children,
to provide them better education and the Government schools in the
Government Sector they have fallen by the  way side. But today to
maintain assemblance of decency we have to resort to increase marks
so that the pass percentage in HSLC and Higher Secondary are to a
certain level. This is seriously undermining quality of the education
and most private schools they come up in urban areas where they
have choices. In rural areas, we have no choices. This is where we
all must ensure quality education in our rural areas and the difference
between the public sector schools what we call Government Schools
and the Private Sector Schools is that the communities participation
there is a vast difference. Whenever any school function occurs, in a
private school, be it a cultural event or sporting event, parents and
guardians always make it to the schools in large numbers. In
government schools all these events go unnoticed or with negligible
participation and this are also reflected in running of the Schools.
The School Managing Committee whenever they want to hold a meeting
always the quorum is very difficult to come by and the type of teachers
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that we have also far from desirable. Many of the students who pass
HSLC above 80-90% aggregate, they don’t aspire to be school
teachers. They would rather opt for being doctors, engineers or to
pursue B.A./B.Com /B.Sc or even Masters and get entry into the Civil
Services or make it to the IIMs. Being a teacher is not so aspirational.
This is where, we all have to put our hand together and apply our
minds, so that the best of the best make it to the teaching profession. It
is a very noble profession, a very respectable profession. But we
have to grade it by encouraging our children to pursue more lucrative
profession. Being a teacher in India, we have to make it more
respectable. There was a writer by the name Frank McCourt who
wrote one book “Teach a Man”. In the book, he mentions that college
lecturers earn just 1/3 of what teachers earn in school. Why? Because
teachers have to dedicate more time teaching in schools, may be 5-6
hours in the whole day  Because, teachers have to dedicate more time
on teaching in schools which may take 5-6 hours in a whole day.
Whereas, a college lecturer might just deliver 1-2 or 3 lectures in a
day. But, they earned three times what school teachers earned. This is
the paradox. Actually, we have to make teachers and the teaching
profession more attractive. People say, “if you pay peanuts, you get
monkeys”. So, we don’t want our teachers to be made into monkeys
by paying them peanuts. We have to pay them well. The best way to
increase this proficiency in teaching is to motivate the teachers. Private
schools and private hospitals try to provide the very best in health
care and education in order to get the maximum number of students
and maximum numbers of patients respectively. The motivation is
there that they have to be better than the schools and hospitals run by
the Govt. So, the competition and motivation is there. The same
motivations have to be instilled into the teachers and the doctors also.
In Gujarat, there is a programme for motivation of Govt. teachers
teaching in Govt. Schools and Govt. doctors. The brain behind this
motivational effect is none other than the well known ideal, Vinay
Sahasrabuddhe. Gujrat has been able to attempt certain level of
proficiency in teaching due to this motivation. The other thing that we
must ensure that our School Boards and Councils have to gain certain
credibility. Recently, we have heard about the leakage of Mathematics
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papers of Class-X and Economics papers of Class-XII in Central
Board of Education Council and there was a rumour that in the
examination of Assam Higher Secondary Education Council there
has been leakage of paper. So, we have to be recognized not only
nationally but internationally as well. In the International arena, there
is an “A” level examination in the United Kingdom. In the Cambridge
University also there is a specific examination called “Cambridge
International Examination”. Then we have the International
Baccalaureate and we have the Scholastic Aptitude Test, all these
are  at Class-XII level examination. They are all widely respected
and widely credible. But, the Educational Boards and Councils that
we have in India do not come up to that level. Infact, these are all
Government Boards and the Government must ensure that there is
credibility. In India, it is strange enough that there is one Private
Board called “Council for Indian School Certificate Examination”
for Class-X they have an examination called ‘ICSE’ and for Class-
XII they have ‘ISC’ examination. Now, internationally the
examinations conducted by the Council for Indian School Certificate
Examination are widely held in great respect by the International
Academia. So, for this we have to ensure that the Boards and Councils
must get due recognition and due respect. For this we have to ensure
that we the public, especially when we hold public examination for
H.S.L.C. and A.H.S.E.C. examination there is something called the
Central Committee in which all the public would ensure the sanctity
of these examination hall, that everything is about board. But, recently
we have seen in social media that in some other states where these
public examinations are held,  mass-copying, mass-cheating and all
other mal-practices are taking place. This is seriously undermining
the credibility of our School Education System. On the other hand,
we have to improve our Higher Education level i.e. Collegiate and
University education. None of our Indian Universities and Higher
Educational Institutions make it to the top 200 in the World. We do
not feature any Quacquarelli Symonds ranking in the world what we
called as QS Ranking and India, being an aspiring World Leader, we
must overhaul our education system and for this, the definition is that
now we have to think out of the box. When the Government and the
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provincialized schools come up, the teachers are not being motivated.
The only way to motivate the teachers is to establish a neighborhood
system where neighborhood officers will be appointed and cheques
will be issued, I hope, the House takes up this proposal and giving
much though to it that these cheques will be issued specifically for
children only to take admission in Government Schools. So, this would
meet the expenses of actually paying for the teachers. The schools
which are being able to enrol sufficient students would get sufficient
funds and the other thing is that when Private Schools come up or
Government School for that matter which establish a reputation that
many of these children would want to be admitted in the schools. But,
what we see here in Guwahati, over 100 school buses are for DPS
Guwahati and many other school buses for some other schools. But,
the Government here can take up one legislation is that when schools
come up, only children from the neighborhood should be allowed to
be admitted in the schools so that our streets are decongested and
where about good schools come up, people who would want
admission in the schools, the parents would want to take up residential
area, may be their parents work elsewhere, but for admission of the
children in such schools, they will take up residence there and
immediately property prices and value of the property in the name of
that good school will go high. Such methods are being adopted in the
United States of America. The people may think that we should not
adopt this and this proposal might seem insane right now. But, we
must think that in the 16th century, Galileo was also considered as
insane when he said that the world was round. So, what we consider
insane to be, might help to restore the sanity in our education system.
And with these few words, Speaker Sir, I thank you very much for
giving me this opportunity.
