procurement of farm implants earmarked a sum of
Rs.500 Cr. in the Budget 2018-19.
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In addition to this, the State Government has
also taken sincere efforts to drive some of the major
Schemes of the State Government and I would like to
play some records of achievements in this sphere
throughout the following table.

 ATAL AMRIT ABHYAN : Rs.1.6 Cr.
beneficiary has been enrolled, Cashless scheme will
be launched from this month and 92% population
will be covered. We have allocated a sum of Rs.400 in
this Budget inclusive Cancer Care/Control
Programme to establish 7 Govt. Medical Colleges and
11 Districts Hospitals. We have Govt. of Assam
contribution of Rs.1,880 Cr.

 Action Taken :We have release 200Cr. and this year
Budget is Rs.250 Cr. and 200 Cr. is already released.

 GUN UTSHAV : Regarding “GUN UTSHAV” as you
know that we have conducted “GUN UTSHAV”. Now
980 Cr. has been earmarked in the Budget to improve
the infrastructure. “Advantage Assam”, the first “User
Global Summit” has been conducted “Mission
Mayatri” for Home Department.

 Action Taken : We have announced a “Mission
Mayatri” to announce Police Station Govt. of Assam
has released 125 Cr. to “Mission Mayatri” and 100
Cr. has been earmarked in this Budget. (I have given
just a snap shot. The detailed Budget Department
will give and we can also give a detail Statement in
every commitment, but I have just highlighted.)

 Proactive Execution of Budget 2018-19

In the Budget Speech 2018-19, it was highlighted
that our Government has a dream of a “Xujola,
Xuphola, Xaishya Shyamola Asom” and our Budget
is an intent of our Government to propel Assam to
being among the Top 5 well governed states in the
country.

The 2018-19 budget has three strands –

“EKATRIKARAN” – Consolidation of the policies we
have announced and the work we have undertaken
in the last two years.
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“XOMPROXARON” – Expansion and scaling up the
ambitions of some of our existing programmes.
“UTTORON”  – Raising the standards of our
pursuance.

 In pursuance to these ideals, we have already initiated
steps to consolidate the work that we have initiated
over the past couple of years. A prime example of this
is the recent decision of our Government to release
mobilization advance against a number of CSS/EAP
schemes. Generally, it has been observed that, during
the 1st Quarter of the new Financial Year – April to
June – due to a dearth of funds, the implementation
of critical developmental schemes are suffered and
the pace of work in the next quarter, which coincides
with the flood season, is also slow.

We have now made the move of releasing mobilization
advance against some of the critical infrastructure/
development schemes not waiting for Govt. of India
release the money, that means

Dr. H. B. Sarma, Hon’ble Minister,
Finance Education etc. : We have released fund to
PHE Department for “Neer Nirmal” Scheme without
waiting for Govt. of India we have released fund, then
Agriculture Department without waiting for Govt. of
India in APART Scheme, we have released Rs.48 Cr.
and Rs.12 Cr. in Agriculture Department for “Solar
Shallow Tube well” and “Diesel Shallow Tube Well”
without NABARD money, we have released 9.70 Cr.
and 50 Cr.

Agricullture department solar testing lab we have released 10 crores.Health
& Family welfare NHM without waiting for govt. of India money we
have already released 200 crores. P & RD department for MGNREGA
without MGNREGA without waiting for Govt. money we have already
released 200 crores. P & RD for old age pension we have already re-
leased 250 crores. Although we have not received the single money from
the Govt. of India so far. That means without waiting for the money to
come from the Govt. of India from our State money we have already
released almost 900 crores so that our Mission can start from the first
April.

Road ahead :
In the Budget Speech 2018-19, I had highlighted that it is impor-

tant that the Budgetary announcements are implemented in right earnest
and its implementation is closely monitored through periodic reviews.
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To emphasis this point,our  entire State Cabinet held  a Budet review
meeting immediately on March 13th, 2018 State cabinet held a Budget
review meeting immediately on March 13, 2018. to sensitize the depart-
ments  about various Budget announcements and to request them to
initiate steps for its quick implementation.

As mentioned in the Budget Speech, the Finance Department will
play a very pro-active and facilitative role in ensuring that all announce-
ments and schemes are implemented in a time bound manner.

We will continue to strengthen our focus on Public Finance re-
forms that we launched  in the last couple of years and will continue on
generating additional state own resources. We will also continue to focus
on bringing new developmental projects to the State through EAP fund-
ing to ensure that we are able to bring back the last glory of the State.

We have set higher benchmarks in terms of the expenditure targets
for ourselves this year.

Hon’ble Speaker Sir, this year I want to say that this year our
target will be to achieve 75%. This year we will achieve 70% and next
year we will achieve 75%. Hon’ble Speaker Sir, it is a very important
thing. This year department has sent ceiling proposal thirteen thousand
one hundred sixty one to State Financee Department and our approval
i.e 97 %. I may say whatever ceiling prorposal department has sent 97%
Sttee Finance department has agreed. Only out of  13,161 we culd not
process only. Only 381 ceiling proposal because we received those pro-
posal after the statutory time. So, these are the achievements  hon’ble
Speaker sir. This is a new beginning, no Finance Minister usually gives
his  own report Sir.. But this time we have to do it little quickly but from
next year we propose   to come back with each and every scheme. We
will put it at tabular format. These are the schemes , these are the imple-
mentations, so that the House can then deliberate. This is a important
thing.
Hon’ble Speaker :- It will lead to transperancy also.
Dr. Himanta Biswa Sarma,Minister, Health :- Hon’le Speaker Sir,for the
first time Assam has reached seventy thousand public expenditure. Never
it has been happened. Last time we crossed fifty thousand. This time we
crossed our own record seventy thousand with 70% expenditure. So,
those who were accused in last February probably now they can itself
see the record which we are setting.

Hon’ble Speaker :- I have allowed the Finance Minister to place
the expenditure statement as promised by him in this August House.
i.e why I have given.

Hon’ble Speaker : Shri Siladitya Deb. Please sit down. I
will consider.

Shri Siladitya Deb, Hojai:  Hon’ble Speaker Sir, I will
speak very shortly. Just to the point. Because the
venture school system has really become a very
adventure. I think it’s time that we should call it a day
and all the issues should be settled forever. And for this
matter, I would like to suggest that some agency by the
Government should be made by the State Government
like the one we have for Central School like we have
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Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangthan. Similarly, we can have a
agency by the State Government which will directly look
into the area of setting up schools in the State that would
be Government schools besides the private schools. I
am taking about the Government schools. Another thing
is regarding the teachers, mostly what happens in the
past because of mis-management ventures schools were
converted into provincialized schools. Many teachers
were seem to be dropped. They served for about 15 years,
20 years and they were dropped. Even today we have
teachers. For example, school in Lanka, Nibedita Venture
School, which was provincialised and the Assamese
teacher was dropped. Dropped because Sanskrit teacher
was brought in and since the school was originally
Bengali Medium School then it was converted into
Assamese Medium School. The Assamese teacher was
dropped and in lieu of that Sanskrit teacher was
appointed. Today this gentleman, after serving for about
22 years is sitting there and expecting that the
Government will look forward for some settlement.
Therefore, teacher who have sacrificed their life to build
up the society to make civil servants, doctors, engineer.
They are earning much much better than they teachers
themselves. Atleast they should feel secure today.

Another thing there is a school in Hojai, it is in
Jogijan and the name is Sukanta Prathamic Vidyalaya.
This primary school is a Bengali Medium School and
interestingly people around the school or that particular
area. They are saying that this school should be
converted to Assamese medium School. The reason
behind is that the ME School and High School in that
area are Assamese Medium School. Therefore, when a
primary student comes out of that school he finds it
difficult to get admission in that Assamese Medium School
and therefore, they have to shift to some other LP school.
Therefore, what will happen is that the school does not
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find students and when the Gunotsav took place and
assessment was done because of lack of students
probably the school will get shut down. Instead of
shutting down the schools if this school is converted into
Assamese Medium School. I think, again

it will get back to proper more students will come and
benefit the local population. So, these are the two points
mainly. Another point most of the Hon’ble Members have
already spoken and I endorse them also. One major point
is that the appointment of teacher, specially the lady
teacher. The female teachers, when they are appointed
the place of appointment should be seen properly.
Because many of the teachers later on put the application
for transfer because of the area. Specially they go to
very remote location  and specially in the minority belts
and chor areas they find lot of threatening and
harassment and therefore they again have to apply for
transfer. So these are the points. Government probably
can look into and should take action and we can bring a
change and reformation in the education system. Thank
you.
