earliest; and
b. to take all necessary administrative steps to ensure
improved access to public services, enhanced
connectivity, and better public convenience for the
people of the wider region.”

7. SHRI DEBABRATA SAIKIA, MLA to move :
“This House urges upon the Government -

i. to accord priority to the development of allied agricultural
sectors and to take effective steps to address the long-
standing challenges faced by the tea industry in Assam, with
a view to strengthening the State's overall economic
foundation;

ii. to take all necessary measures to increase farmers' income,
enhance agricultural and plantation productivity and
address the persistent problems of tea garden workers
including the provision of land pattas to landless tea
workers; and to consider introducing a special financial

package for the overall development and welfare of all tea
workers of the State.”

8. SHRI JAKIR HUSSAIN SIKDAR, MLA to move :
“This House urges upon the Government-

i. to take effective measures to address the rising prevalence of
cancer in the Northeastern region, particularly in Assam,
where the number of cancer patients is increasing at a
concerning rate;

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ii. to strengthen and expand advanced cancer-care facilities
across the State, with special emphasis on early detection,
timely diagnosis and accessible treatment including
medicine supply; and

iii. to make appropriate arrangements for providing completely
free treatment to cancer patients, so that families affected by
this life-threatening disease are protected from severe
financial distress and long-term economic hardship."

9. ALHAJ ABDUR RASHID MANDAL, MLA to move :
“Having regard to the facts that-

i. since 1947, Assam has repeatedly faced devastating floods,
riverbank erosion, landslides, ethnic clashes and other
natural and social disruptions, resulting in the displacement
of lakhs of families across the State;

ii. about 1,000 villages have been completely or partially
affected during these repeated events, causing countless
families to become landless and economically vulnerable;

iii. while some of these landless families have been settled,
allotted land, or rehabilitated by the Government from time
to time, a large number of families continue to remain self-
settled on Government khas land, Pasture Grazing Reserve
(PGR), Village Grazing Reserve (VGR), Char areas and other
vulnerable locations, many of whom have also faced
evictions in recent years; and

iv. the absence of a permanent, structured, and compassionate
rehabilitation framework continues to create hardship for
erosion-affected and displaced legitimate citizens residing in
Assam; this House urges upon the Government-

a. to formulate and implement a comprehensive policy
for the permanent resettlement of landless and
erosion-affected legitimate Indian citizens residing in
Assam;

b. to provide such families with secure land allotment
or settlement, strictly in accordance with
Government rules and norms; and

c. to ensure that rehabilitation measures promote
long-term stability, socio-economic development and
human dignity for all affected families.
